year. Meteorologically, we have had no,
such year in the history ot tbe county.
The first sleighing snow fell on the 171
of December and we had uninterrupted
sleighing for the remarkable period of 65
days, until February 20th. This peril
was also marked by some extremely cold
rather. The week ending Jan. 28th

was one of the coldest tor years. For
three days the thermometer ranged from
4 to 9 degress below icro, and on the
fourth we had a blizzard which block-
aded railroads and wagon roads and
seriously impeded public travel. The
record of the month of January was also
the coldest of any month of that nai

many years. Feb. loth brought Ul
an electric storm, with damage by light-
ning, and floods that deluged the roads
and made travel very difficult. On the
6th, 7th and 8th of March we had an-
other cold snap, with the thei
hovering near zero each morning. On
the eleventh of March began a bliuard
far excelling anything known to the
oldest inhabitant or recorded in our his-
tory. The storm began on Sunday
evening and continued till the evening
of Tuesday, with pitiless blinding force,
the thermometer ranging from lero to
two degrees below for most of the time,
The Spring elections, which occurred
on Tuesday, were not held in numbers
of townships. Snow banks et twenty
feet in depth were of common occui
rence, blocking railroads and wagon
roads in every direction and isolating

ns. The first train from New York
by the Soonton Branch did not real
Dover till Thursday and the first train
from Morristown did not get here till
Friday afternoon. The cost of opening
wagon roads alone in Morris county v
fully Si 5.000. and many were not opened
for weeks, while the last banks did not
disappear till May 14th. On April It
we had an electrical storm, while large
quantities of sn'tw still lay on the
ground, and the Mt. Olive Baptist
Church steeple was struck by lightning.

April 16th I ight us a light fall of
snow, and we did not have our first per-
fect spring day till April 16th. Then we
jumped right into Summer weather an
the thermometer on April 29th registered
90 degrees in the ahade. Rain fell on
the l id day of the month of May, and on
June 15th we had a hail storm in tome
parti of the county, with •tones two
inches in diameter. June 20th the ther-
mometer recorded 9J0, the warmest day
of the year. On the stfooUuly we had
another electrical storm, with consider-
able damage by lightning. The thii
week of September brought us tremen-
dous floods, destroying bridges, washing
out railroads and wagon roads, breaking
dami, submerging ltw lands and doing
great damage, while on Sept. Mth the
Ford Pond dam burst, flooding the towi
of Dover and creating damage estimated
at $ 15,000. In thit vicinity there was
total rainfall of 7,14 inches in leu thai
five days—something unparalleled. Dur.
ing the whole fall rain Tell nearly every
day, delaying the work of the farmers.
Theweathcrthranghoullhefirstnineand
a half months of the year was very cool,
the average temperature for that period
•bowing a deficiency of nearly 500 de-
grees. In these respects it was certainly
a most remarkable year and one that
will be long remembered.
