A School Teacher*! Troubles.
Butler and Bloonilngdalo are bocomiog

noted for their school difficulties, and now
Thos, L. Qiusou, schoolmaster at tho latter
placo, has brought an action for libel against
Rev, J. C. Cruiksbank, County Superintend-
ent of Passaic, laying hli damages at the sum
>f 410,000. Otlbon oiunc to Bloomlngdalo
vltha thlrd-cbisscortiflcate and otter teach-

ing awhile somo differeowa aroeo between t ie
people of the village. Bom* claimed that be
watt lncompuUmt, that lie at Umi-a over in-
dulged himself In stimulants, aud that he did
not treat other, teachers properly. Others
claimed that ha was of excellent character,
and that tin opposition to bun woa on ac-
count of the fact that he waa a CathoUc. Tho
trwrtera stood by him and rotalnod him in bis
place, Some tlmo ago Rev. Mr. Cruikslumk
wrote a letter to the tnutoea, instructing
them not to appoint Mr. Qillaon, baaing hU
objection* on alleged Incompotancy, but tie
trustees oneaged him for another yoar.
