mittee appoiutodfor the purpose appeared
and announced that they had come to os*
cort tho presidentelect to tbo oopltol Ten
minutes later Mr. MoKinloy left with tbo
committee for tho White Bouse on the
ami of Senator Sherman.

Tboro was a roar of applause. The street
was packed with » solid inasfl of people,
through which tho carriage tbat was to
convoy tho president, elect to tbe White
House could hardly bo driven. While tbo
police struggled to clear, a passage, Mr.
MoKinloy stood 'at tho head of tho granite.
Bteps and bowed bis acknowledgments.
He entered tlio carriage, seating himself
with Sonator Sherman.

At ton minutes after 10 o'oclook the
start was iuado for tho White Houso amid
renewed oheerlng by the crowd.

ISach Bonator had
received four tlokots find each member of
thn houso two. This brought the total up.
to 3,150. As soon ns the doors were oponed
tbo crowds thronged throu gh tho corridors,
making their way to the galleries, for, al-
though fclioy woro nil reserved, it was first
ooino first served, and naturally all were
anxious to get tho best seats. In a fow
minutes whoro tho sonato wing had been
comparatively quiet tbosconobocaino most
animated, and it wasplainthatsomogroat
funotiou was going on- A a oaoh party of
merry, expectant ticket) holders filed
through tho door thoro also, came members
of the various foreign legations in' tholr
gay court trappings and costumes. Theso
wore uBhored into tbo marble room back
of tha sonato chamber, which bad boon ro-
gervorf for tiialr roception, nnd for an hour,
tha foreigners hold a regular levee.

Tho supremo oourti guthaxsd. in their

robing roam atid awultcd tlio rflgntl for
their entruueo to the nunuU*. BonntorB ar-
rived with their families, aud, talcing them
to tho galleries, showed thorn to as good
seatB aa posslblo aud then sought their
committee rooms or the «onoto chamber.
Thoro was buetlo and oxcltoment whon tbe
providential party arrived at tho senate
portico and the prottldent and president
elect, mount lug tbo long stairway, were
met nt tho hromod doors by tho senate
oonimlttao on arrangements and escortod
to tho marbb room, whoro President
Cleveland loft tho party and wont to tbe
president's room, while Prosldent Eloct
HoKlnloy was escortod to tile vleo presi-
dent's room, whoro ho was joined by Vice
President Elect Ho burt, and where they
waited until they wcro summoned toentor
tho senate chamber.

Shortly after 1 o'clock tho crowds In
front of tho capltol were notiflod that the
cerojnonloB wore about to begin, beonuia
the doors loading to tbo senate wereoponed
and a crowd of JDGH oamorushisgout and
down through tho long flight of stairB,
filed into tho Inaugural stand and took
tho Bents reserved for them, welt down to
the front of the main alslo. Tbesowero
tho Washington correspondents* who, by
arrangement, wore allowed to prooede tbe
procession. Tboir appearonoo was greeted
by a loud ohoor from tlio multitude, for
they wero glad of any indication that the
groat event was about to tuke place,

Following cloKely behind them camo
Mrs. McK!nlo>\ Mother MoKinloy and the
ladles and gontlomon of tho presidential
party. Tiiey wero eacortfld U-^aeata just
to tbo right of tho presldonuul box, and
as tho crowd recognlzod Mr3. JJCKIHICJ* a
great uhoer arose, She soemud uloused at
the ovation.

Thoyworo hardly Boatod boforo tlio doom
of tho'fionate wero thrown wldo upon and
tho procossion proper filed out, first of all
coming tho marshals of tho District and
the fiiipramo court, followed by ox-Vloe
President Stevenson. Then the supreme
court, in all its solemnity and olog&nco of
Billion rotas, marched down the long flight
of stairs nnd 111ed into tbo inaugural stand
with great dignity. The justloerf wore
shown to Beats to tho left of tho presiden-
tial box, and following them .camo a brll-
fitint maas.of gold and color, which the
crowd recognized as tho, diplomatic corps
in all Its regalia. It was a pleasing sixbti
to see tlio foreign rain Is tors come dawn
the broad stairway, and !oboor after cheer
greeted tfiern as ambassadors and minis-
terfl, with their entire legations, walked
through the long platform to tlio seats dl-
rootly behind tho preBidoutlnl box.

Tho souato and the members of the
bouse, together with tlio major general of
the army and admiral of tho navy, did not
escape notico or applause, but It was not
until the crowd recognized the portly form,
of President Cleveland nnd President Elect
Me Kin ley that tbe: great ovation of the day
was given. An Major MoRlnley-moved
down tho(stairway pnd into tho inaugural
Btaiid tho crowd seemed to' outdo itself In
oheors and BhonUdg... Hati were thrown
in tho air, and flag*, bannen, hnndker-
ohtersand gayly colored umbrellai wero
wared. Tho party proceeded a t once to
the presidential box, took thoir wata and
waited until ovory one was peatod.. Presi-
dent EJeot MoKlDHoyl took the. tent In tbe
center, while on his right sat President
Cleveland and on his left Chief Justice
Fuller. Tho sergeant at arms of the sen-
ate and Mfttuhal of the Supreme Court
Wright occupied, seats, behind him, and
grouped about were Vioo Prepident.Ho-
bart, ex-Vice President Stevenson and
member! of the cabinet

A New Pnildnmt.
Tho sergeant ufe arms of tha »en*te arote

to quiet the cheering crowd in front and
nnnounco that everything was ready, and
then Major MoKtnloy, after glancing to-
ward his mother and bis wife,'arose, and,
Indicating that ho was ready to toko the
oath of office,-the chief, justice arose and
read the oath as provided by. the constitu-
tion, and, handing Major McKlnloy tbe
Biblo which had been prosopted to him
by the colored ministers of tho floulb, he
reverently kissod the book and assumed
the responsibilities of his great office.
Again tbo crowd cheered, and for a time"
the new president stood pale and nervous,
waiting to begin his address. Turning
toward the crowd, -with his clear and
strong voico, which had.boen so tried, but
had not been found wanting, during tbe
last year, he began his inaugural.

When ho had finished, tbo procession
left tho platform whllo the crowd cheered
Itself hoarm Tho Uno marched ap the
long flight of stairs end back into tho
capltol.

HobaTt Sworn la.
WASHINGTON, March 4.—Shortly before

noon today Vice President Steven Bon de-
livered his faro well address and thon swore
in bis successor, Gurret A. Hobart, Tfho
addressed tho eon ate in part as.follows:

"SEHATORS— TO have boon elected to
preside over the senate of tbo United
States is a1 distinction which any oitlzen
would prize, and the manifestation of con-
fidence whloh it implies la an honor which
£ siaoeroly appreciate.

"My gratitude and loyalty to the people
of the country to whom I cwo this honor
and my duty to you as \voll demand such
a conservative, cqultablo and consolen-
tloas oanstruotion and enforcement of
your rules as shall promote the well being
and prosperity of tho peoplo and at tho
some time conserve tho time honored prec-
edents and established traditions whloh
have contributed to make this tribunal
tho most distinguished of the legislative
bodies of the world.

uInonterlngnpon the duties of thooffloo
to whloh I have been ohoson I feel a pe-
culiar delicacy, tor I am aware that your
body, with whom for a thno I will be as-
soolatod, has had but a Bme,U volco in tho
selo'ctlon of Us .presiding officer and that
I am called upon to conduct your dolibor-
atious whUe.not -'perhaps: your dholoo in
point of either merit or fitness.

"I tshal l be my highest aim to justify
tho confidenco tlio people have reposed In
mo by discharging my duties,la such a
manner ns to lighten your labors, secure
your appreciation of my honest effort to
administer your rnlos with an oye single
to tho public gaott and promote tho pleas-
ant and efliolont transaction of tho publio

President ttcKinle.y Outlines His Pol-
icy as Chief Executive.

WILL CALL EXTEA SESSION.

Concrete Htut at Onos Prorlde For 0«-
floienolfis of Revenue — Trust* Con*

damned and In torus t local Bl-
naetullUln Approvad.

WASHINGTON, March 4.—The following
is the full text of tho Inaugural address of
President MoKinley:

FELLOW CITIZENS--In obedience to the will
of the people aud in their prossnee, by the au-
thority Vented in' We by thin oatb, I ouuume
the arduous and re&ponslblo dutioa of prebi-
dent of tbe United BtateB, relying on the sap-
port of my country men and invoking tbe gatd-
anoo of Almighty God. Oar faith teaches tliat
there Is DO safer reliance than upon the God
of our fathers, who has no singularly favored
the American people in every national trial,
wtd who will not forsako us BO long as we obey
bis commandments and walk humbly in his
footsteps,

Tho roBponslbilltles of tbe high trust to
whloh J havo been called—always of grave Jm-
portanoo—are augmented by the prevailing
business conditions, entailing Idleness upon
willing labor and loss to useful eiitarprlsos.
Tho oountry is suffering from industrial dis-
turbances from whioh Bpeedy relief must be
had. Oar flntuictul system re-ds same rovlsloa.
Our mou^y Is all good new, i>ut ita valno must
not furthjr be threatened. It should all be
put upon an enduring basis, not subject to,
uuiy attack, nor its stability to doubt or dis-
pute. Onr currency should continue unctar
the supervision of the government. fXhe BOY- ;
ernl forma of our paper money offer, in my
Judgment, a confltant embarrassment to the
government and a safe balauue In the treasury,,
Thorefore I believe it necessary to devise &
system which, without diminishing tho circu-
lating medium or offering a premium for Its
contraction, will present a remedy for those
arrangements whlob, temporary in their na-
ture, might well I11 the years of our prosper-1
Ity have boon displaced by wiser provisions.
With adequate revenue eeoilrod—but uotnntll
then—wo can enter upon such changes In oor •
flnanco lows as will, while insuring safety and
voitimo to our money, no longer impose upon
the government tho necessity of maintaining
ao largo a gold reserve, with Ita attendant and
inevitable temptations to speculation. Host
ot oar financial lawa are tho outgrowth of ex-
perience and trial and should nut be amended
without investigation and demonstration cf
the wisdom of tho proposed changes, We munt
be both "sure we are right" and "make haste
Blowly." If, therefore, congress in Ita wisdom
shall deem it expedient to arente a commission
to take under early consideration the revision
ot onr coinage, banking and onrrenoj laws and
glvo them that exhaustive, ̂ reful and dispas-
sionate examination that their importance 4e»
manda, I ahaU cordially conour In Buoh aotlon.
It such power is vested ID the president, It li
ID7- purpose to appoint a commission of prom-
inent, "well informed olttxena of different p*r*
ttw* who will command pttblls oonfldenoa both
oa aoooant of tbclr nbJllty anfl special fltnas*
for the work. BusinesB experience and public
training may thus be combined, and tbe patri-
otic wai of tbo friends of tbo coantry be ao di-
rected that such a report will be made as to
rwscho the support of all parties nnd oor
finance* cease to be toe ntbjeot at mere parti'
•an contention. The experiment la, at kl|
events, worth a trlnl, and, In my opinion, it
can bat provn beneficial to the entire oountry,

International BlmetalltaHU

The question of International bJaetaUlam
-will have early and earnest attention. It will
be TOT constant endeavor to secure It by oo-*
operation with tbs other great commercial
powers of the world. Until that condition la
realized when the parity between our gold and
•liver money springs from and Is supported by
the relative value of tho two metals, the vain*
of the «ilver already coined and of that which
may hereafter be coined muat be kept con-
stantly at par with gold by. every resource at
our command. Tbo credit of the government,
the integrity of Its currency and the tnvlola*
billty of its obligations must be preserved.
This was tbe commanding verdlot of tne peo-
ple, and It will not bo unheeded.

Economy is demanded in every branch of the
government at all times, bnt especially in pe-
riods like Ihe present of depression in business
and distress among the people. The severest
economy must ho observed In all public ex*
penditurea and extravagance stopped wher-
ever It la found and prevented wherevsr In
tha /atnra it may be developed. If tbe reve-
nue* are to remain as now, the only relief that
can' come'roust bo from decreased expendi-
tures. But tho present maafc not become tha
permanent condition of the government. It
has been onr uniform practice to retire, not
Increase, our outstanding obligations, and this
policy must again be resumed and vigorously
enforced. Our revenues should always be
large •nongh to meet with ease and promptness
not only our current needs and the principal
and Interest of tho public debt, bnt to make
proper and liberal -provision for that moBt de-
•ervingbody of i4£J° creditors, thesoldiers
and tho sailors anTT the widows anuTurphana
who are the pensioners of. tho United States,

The government should not be permitted to
run behind or increase Its debt In times like
tbo present.

Suitably to provide against this la the man-
date oT duty, ibe certain and oa$y remedy for
moat Of our flnnnciol difficulties, A deficiency
Is inevitable so long as tho expenditures of the
government exceed Its receipts. It can only
be met by loans or an increased revenue.

At to Bavenue.

While a large annual surplus of revenuo may
Invite waste and extr&vaganae. inadequate
revenue creates distrust and undermines pub-
lic and private credit.

Koltber should be encouraged. Between
more loans and mere reronao' there ought to
bo but ono opinion. Wo Bhould have morn rev-
enue, and that without delay, hindrance* or
postponement. A Barplua in the treasury cre-
ated by loans la not a permanent or safe reli-
ance. It will suffice while It lasts, but it can-
not last long while tho outlays of the govern-
ment aro greator than its receipts* aa bas been
the coae during tbo past two years. Nor must
it bo forgotten that, however much such loans
may temporarily relieve tbesltnation, the gov-
ernment is still indebted for.the amount of tbe
surplus thus accrued, which it must ultimnte-
ly pay, whilo ita ability to pay la not strength-
ened, but weakened, by a continued deficit.
LoanB &ro Imperative in (treat emergencies to
preserve tho government or its credit, but a
failure to supply needed revenue in time of
peace for the maintenance of either haa no
justification, ' '

The beat way for the government to main-
tain its credit is to pay OB It goea, not by re-
sorting to loans, but by keeping out .of debt
through an adequate income secured by a sys-
tem of taxation, external or internal,'or both*
It is tho settled policy of the government, pur*
oaed from tttn beginning nnd practiced by all
parties and administrations, to taiga the bulk
of onr revenue from taiefl upon foreign* pro*
dnctiona entering tho United States for sale
and consumption, and avoiding for the most
part every form of diroot taxation, axocpt in
time of war.

Tariff Taxation.
Tbe country ia clearly opposed to any need-

toss additions to tho Bubjeot of internal taxa-
tion and is committed by its latest popular ut-
teranoo to the system of tariff taxation. There
can bo no misunderstanding, either, about
tho prlnciplo upon which this tariff, taxation
shall bo levied. Nothing has over boon made
plainer at a gouoral election than th&t tho con-
trolling principle in the raising of revenue
from duties on imports Is zaalaas care for
American interests and American labor. Tbo
people havo declared that fiuoh legislation
should be hnd as will Rivo atnpla protection
and encouragement to tbo industries and tbo
development ot our country. It la therefore
earnestly hoped and expected that congress
will at tho curliest practicable moment enact
nva&utt loglalatioa that shall ba fair.

jble, conservative and Just, and which, white
•upplying sufficient revenue for publto pur-
pones, will still be generally beneficial and
helpful to every section and every enterpriw
if the people. To this policy we are all. of
whatever party, firmly bound by the volco of
the people—* power vastly more potential than
tbe expression of any political platform. Tbe
paramount duty of congress is to atop defi-
ciencies by the restoration of that protective
legislation wliich baa always been the flrmast
prop of the trousury. Tbe passage of sucha
htwutf luwawuuld strengthen tht) credit of the.
government, both at borne and abroad, and go
for toward stopping the drain upon tho gold
reserre held for tho redemption of our our-
renoy, whiah has be on heavy and well nigh.
couBtant for several years.

Reciprocity,
In the rovisEon of chat tariff especial atten-

tion should be given to the re-enactment and
Bxtcnaion of tbe reciprocity principle of th#
(aw of 1890, under which so great a stimulus;
waa given to our foreign trade in new and ad-
vantagsrraa markets for our surplus agricul-
tural and manufactured products. The brlaf
trial given this legislntlon amply justifies m
further experiment and additional disoretlon-
ary power lu tho making of commercial trta-
tieB, the end in view always to be the openlug
op of new markets for the products of onr
country, by granting concession* to the prod-
ucts ot other lands that wo need and cannot
produce ourselves and which do not involve
any loss of labor to our own people, but tend
to increase their employment.

Tbe degression of the past four years baa
fallen with especial severity upon tho great
body of toll era of the country, and npon none
moro than thu holders ot small farms, AgrJ-
oulturo has languished aud labor suffered.
The revival of manufacturing will be a relief
to bntii. No portion of oar population lg moro
devoted to tbe Institutions of f roo government
or more loyal In their support, while nona>
bears more cheerfully or fully tin proper share
la the xnalnt&nanou of the gt-rornment or la
batter entitled to its wl*o IUIU llberul care and
protection. Legislation helpful to producers
Is beneficial to all. The depressed condition
of industry on the farm and In the mino and
factory tuts leanened the ability of tbe peopW
to moat tbe demands upon them, aud they
rightfully expect that not only n system of
revenue shall be established that will secure
tne largest income with the least burden, but
Jbat every means will be taken to deorappa
rather than increase our publio expenditures.
Business conditions are not the most promis-
ing. It will take time to restore the prosper-
ity ot formor years. If we cannot promptly
attain It, wo can resolutely turn our faoea in *
that direction and old lti return by friendly
legislation. Howevur troublesome the situa-
tion way appear, cougreta will not, I am aur«,
bo found lacking in disposition or slfflity ta
relieve It aa for aa legislation can do ao. Tha
restoration of confidence and tbe revival of
bnainess, which men of all parties ao machoV
alre, depend more largely upon • tbe prompt/
enorgetio and intelligent motion of congress '
than upon an; other singl* agoney affecting
tbo BltURtion.

Praia* For Onr Iaatltutloaa,
It Is inspiring, too, to remember that no

great emergency in the 108 years of our event-
ful national life has ever arisen that has not
been met with wisdom and courage by the
American piaople, with fidelity to tholr best
Interests aud highest deattny and to the honor
of thu American nation. Tbeao yeara of glori-
ous history huvui exalted innnkind and ad-
vanced the causa of freedom throughout the
world and Immeasurably strengthened Ua«
precious free institutions .which wo enjoy,
Tbe people love and will sustain these Institu-
tions.

last. A good programme had beea arranged
by a committee, hut was thrown somewhat
out of kilter by the absence of sovoral who
were booked to entertain or edify their fel-
lows, using tbat term generlcally. Tue pro-
gramme opened with a paper by Principal
Laird, of Hibernia, on "The Value of Asso-
ciations." After referring by way of preface
to tbe many meetings of educators for tho
study of i)odagogy Mr. Laird gave tho follow-
ing bit of interesting reminiscence—with a
moral:

Some young teachers make a mistake sim-
ilar to one I made a great many years ago in
trying to follow out tbo plans laid down by a
prominent educator who gave a series of
talks before our County Institute. Wo had
two weeks' institutes ha those days and tho
teachers took the plac-s of pupils aud wero
called uxwu to Work. I tonk rnpiuus notes,
gave careful heed to bis directions, aud went
bock to my school fully equipped for business
—on his plan, I failed—failed miserably—to
realize the rosy results anticipated. Why i
Because I tried to do my work in his wuy ;
to lose my own individuality in his method.
I might as well bave tried to wear his clothes
and expect them to fit me. It was like a
small donkey trying to work in the harness
of a cart horse." Then came the moral,
which was: " Each of us must work in bis
own way to eucceoi. The food must bo di-
gested and assimilated before we can use the
strength it Imparts and wo must make tho
taring and Ideas we see ant] bear our own
before we can use them to advantage, and
then we must usa them as additions to our
own ways."

Exigencies of space make it necessary to
close Principal Laird's paper with his sum-
mary of tbe valuable features of teachers'
associations:

11st—The opportunity to learn by discua-
eioit of thfl various questions brought up
the views of the best teachers on that partic-
ular Bubject.

2d—The probability of finding something
which we can use in our work.

3d—The certainty that our being found at
these meetings will bo of use both to us and
others as making tho cause of education
prominently a matter of business.

4th—Tiie equal certainty Chat tlie feeling
of community of Interest wa naturally do-
velope goes far to bring to us tbe Inspiration
(I use that word for want of a bettor) which
we can not get ID our daily work."

A spirited discussion followed tbe reading
of this paper, and following this, Miss Tip-
pett, of Rockaway, Bang a beautiful selec-
tion, being accompanied on the organ by Miss
Vought, of Rockaway.

Concerning School Mat ters .
In bis last annual report Sato Superintend

ent ot Public Instruction Charles J . Baxter
urges a change in the manner of taking the
census of children of school age. Atpreseut
all children between tbe ages of flvo and
eighteen years are Included, and tbe State
school funds are apportioned to the several
counties and districts, according to this cen-
sus. The census taken in May annually is
used as a basis for the apportionment of
school money the following May, so that
children attain school ago and aro hi the
schools one year before the district receives
an appropriation for them. To remedy this
Superintendent Baxter proposes to have tbo
census Include children from four to eighteen
years, school life beginning, as formerly, at
tbe fifth year. Attention is also called to the
deplorable fact tbat while excellent work is
being done in the grades between tbe kinder-
garten and tho high school the number of
kindergartens and high schools is very much
•mailer in proportion to our population than
that of many other States. New England
States have bad a high school system for
many years and have sent out from them to
the other States some of the leading men of
the nation, state and community. The buy
of to-day must be better educated than his
father because education is becoming more
general and the conditions under which bo
Lives are vastly different. For Instance, a
generation or two ago people in the country
might have lived a long life without ever
having had occasion to rido upon the. cars,
but now the same class of people are to bo
found upon every train, to bo seen visiting
our great cities, and taking long and oxpen-
>ive journeys for business or pleasure. Econ-
omy in the sense of getting tbe best returns
for the expenditure of money should be prac-
ticed inthemaoagementof our publicecbools,
but it is the duty of tbe American people to
make publiceducattonoselBctentand general
as It is hi England, France and Germany, if
aot more so.
