oMl FIRE IN KNOXVILLE

The Ifeart of the Business Portion of
the City Destroyed,

MANY MAY HAVE PERIRHED,

A Boore of Persons Unaccounted For--They
Woere 41l In the Hotel Knox at the
Thne of the Conflagration—Loss
Reported to 3e 83,000,000,

Knoxviile, April 8, —The worst fire
that ever visited this city occurred
early today. Four of the biggest build-
ing blocks,-on which stood the large
wholesale  “houses, were completely
wiped out, and more than 20 lives are
believed to have heen lost. Ten per-
gons were badly injured.

‘Within two hours and a half from the
time the fire was first discovered the
entire west slde of Gay street, from
Commerce to Union atreet, had been
burned and eeveral public bulldings
and office buildings, togéther with the
Hotel Knox, had been completely de-
stroyed, -The 20 persons belleved to
have perished were guests staying .at
the hotel. . There were 50 guests in all,
‘| and thus far only 80 are known to have
escaped. The damnge done by the con-
flagration will emount to tully $3,000,000.

The fire broke out In the storeroom
of the  McNulty ' Grocery company,
whose premises, together with the Ho~
tel Knex, occupy the entire block, It
wap -discovered a few minutes after 3
o'clock this morning. The flames spread
with marve)ous rapidity.

‘ Before the firemen could reach the
scene the entire McNulty block was
ablaze, Seeing that it was doomed the
firemen turned their efforts to the Hotel
Knox, .which adjoined-it. - But the fire
was tao flerce for them. It had alrezdy
been lcking away at the casings of the
hotel, and in a few minutes more it was
evident that that bullding too was
doomed to destruction,

Guests Barely Got Gut.

The flames leaped from floor to floor
unmindful of the torrents of water that
were belng hurled on them, and It was
only  with the greatest® difficulty that
the 30 guests who are now allve were
rescued from the hotel,

Then the -flames .attacked the blg
Brisco * bullding, occupled by Brigco
Bros dry goods merchants.

The {mmense “stock of 'dry goods |
which they carried made the work of
destruction.all the easier for the flamea,
As goon as they had got a hold inside
the building .1t was lost, The fire con-
tinued on in.its career. .

The revolutionists, according to
the dispatch, have risen in Yauco and
Adjuntas.

Dr, Ilenna, when questioned, gald:

‘““The news, though startling, did not
surprise me, ag the latest mail advices
from Puerto Rico brought us the infor-
mation that the situation there was be-
coming every day more serlous. R

“According to our correspondent; the
Spanish authorities there were scting
toward the people as if they were anx-~
tous to precipltate matters by drlving'
them to desperation and therefore to
arms,

cablegram we have received, though
important, {8 meager In details. We ex-
pect full particulars by the next mail.
Until then I prefer not to discuss the
matter, Of course, I am willing to
