Much intevest is felt here in the Senatorial

contests in the several States, especially Ohio,
Marylnud, New Jersey, Texas aud Iowa, for
portions of the legislatures which are tobe
chosen in Town and New Jersey are to parti-
eipate in the election of Senators.

While all Benatorial elections are subjects
of especial interest here, those this fall, espec-
inlly in Obio and Maryland, are particularly
80, because the control of the Senate from
March 4, 160, to 1001 may be determined by
them. On the Ohio election wiil depeud the
complexion of the Senate between this and
1860, provided a Republican s seated from
Oregon.

Bo Ohio is the first to utiract attention, be-
cause she wmay determine the contral of the
Senate for the next two yoars, while she may
with the other States above named, control it
for two years more. It is not surprising
then tbat every politician from Ohiofs eagerly
questioned on his arvival here, and those from
othor Btates are alro the subject of attention
when they put in an appearance. On the
States above ngmed may depend the control
of the Senate during all of President McKin-
loy’s term,

There are now 43 Republicans in the Benate,
42 gilver D ts, 5 silver Republi O~
calied, 6 Populists and 3 sound-money Demo-
crats. The death of Senutor George and the
absencé of a Bemator from Oregon leaves
the total number but 88, With a Republican
poated from Oregon, and one elected in Ohio,
that party would, with the co-operation of
one I’opullst, control the Benate, Even lt 8
D t ware appointed to
George, it is cousldera-l probable that at least
one of the Populists would co-operata with the
Republicans, thus leaving that- party in con-
trol of the Senate with tha ald of the Vice-
President’s vote,

Thirty-one sestain the Senate are tobe flled
between now.aud March 4, 1809, Eleven of
these are now filled by Republicans, fifteen by
silver Democrats, two by Populists, two by
silver Republi and onebya d-rnoney
Democrat.
