The farmers of the United Btates ought to
find their holiday season & very satisfactory
one. The contrast in their conditiun at the
present time with that which existed under
the fres trade which the Republican party
has just eliminated from the statute books
in very great, and every farmer will doubt-
less appreciate it, They bave contributed
very largely to the exportations of the pre-
sant year, which are shown by recent figures.
of the Treasury Department as greater than
in any preceding year in the history of the
country. Of course, the products of agricul-
ture form & very large. percentage of our
exports, Up to this time products of agricul-
ture form over 85 per cent. of the exporta-
tions of the year 1807, as they did in 1896, In
the month of October they formed 75 per
cent. of the total exportations. When we
take this into consideration and then learn
that the exports of the United States for the
year just ending will be more than a billion
dollars, it will be seen that a large amount of
money bas flowed into the pockets of the
farmers,

.Astudy of the dotails of the prices re-
reived by farmers for the articles which they
nre now eelling, as compared with recent
conditions, will be interesting at this close ‘of
the year. Bince August, prices of wheat in
New York have hovered'along the ‘dollar
line, sometimes a little below, frequeuntly &
little above, and the climax was reactied the
other day in Chicago, when the price. of
winter wheat touched one dollar and nins
cents, Contrast this condition with that of &
short tlme ago., On January 2, 1806, the
price of red winter wheat No, 2 in the New -
York mwarket was sixty-nine cente; on Febru-
sry 7, 1805, it was fiftyy-seyen cent; on Qotober
4, 1804, it was filty-four cents'and a fraction,
