FIIUIUVO Killed by ConsUiDio.

IW:H Campbell and bis cousin Jason, of
Newtou, were shot ou the mountain near
High Point on Jlouday night by Constable
John M. Hotnleu, of Newton. James Cam|>-
bell diud of his wounds in a hospital in Port
Jervisand his cousin Jason lies at tbe point
of death in the i-awe place. The wen are
bad characters and were resisting arrest at
the time of the shooting. Jason Campbell
had been arrested and ordered committed to
the County Jail for beating his wife. He had
escape: 1 from the officer and in cotnpauy with
his cousins, James and George Campbell,
secured a rig and Btarted for Port Jervis
with Hotalen In pursuit. At DecWtown he
was ten minutes behind tlie fugitives.
Changing horses, in company with Frank
Dicksou, he continued the pursuit. At 11
o'clock he overtook the Campbells on the
mountain above Coleville. Driving along-
side of the Campbell's wagon he Beized the
Hnea and ordered Jason Campbell to sur-
render. When Campbell refused to surrender
Hctelen backed the wrgon into a ditch,
upsetting the three Campbells. Hotaleu then
seized Jason, when James Campbell Bprang
upon him. The officer knocked James down
twice with the handcuffs. Then the two
Campbells jumped on the oftlcer aud com-
menced to pound him, while tbe third Camp-
bell stood up tbe rood aud pelted stones at
Dick so n, who WOH holding bis team. Think-
ing thu Campbells would kill Officer Hotaleu
Dickson jumped in the, wagon and drove over
the Campbell*, parting them from tho officer.
The Caiupbel'tt renewed the attack before
Hotalen could arise, but not until be had
recovered his revolver, when he shot James in
tlie broast.

Jason then commenced to pound tbo ofllcer
with the haudciuTs, when Hotalen again fired,
shooting Jason near the heart. James then
crawled to the side of the otllcur uud was
about to strike him with a stone whim be re-
ceived another shot.

Before the constable could prevent it tbe
two wounded men dragged themselves to
their wagon and Btarted off in the direction
of Port Jervis.

Constable Hotalen and Dicksou then turned
heir attentiou to George Campbell and suc-

ceeded in overpowering him. When he had
been placed in irons he was sent back to
Newton and locked up in the county jail.

Hotaleu then continued on tbe way to Fort
Jervis. When he arrived there he found that
both Jnson aud James Campbell were in the
hospital.

JOUIUH Campbell died Tuesday morning
from bis wounds, 01m ball having passed clear
through his body. Jason Cainpttell is at the
point <>f death.

SILENCED THE BULLY.

The AVltneid Vnt a S<op to tUe Law-
yer'ji lluiltcerluHr.

"l^lie big^Ht courtroom bully I ever
met in my life," said nn old New Or-
leiins lawyer, "was an uttoruey named
Siiunioudsou, who W119 tiuite 11 noted
clniracter tn the cniiy days of tbe Louis-
ville bur. I |)nu;tiopd in that city for
several years rfter I wns admitted, and
I used to eneuuutcr lu'iu now uud theu in
the iiicul courts. IIo was a very I urge,
portly miiu, with a Hingularly intimidut-
iinr pieauiK-u, aud when he got a nervous
•wltneKs hi liis flutchos the way he
would put on the screws was something
frightful.

"This Uahit led one dny to a remnrkn-
ble scene, of which I Imnppued to be a
spectator. He was engaged In the trial
of a uiiHti involving the title to some farm
lnndtt, and u uuniiier of countrymen were
calleil to testify on the other side. They
were naturally ill at ense, being unused
to city ways, and wlieu Siniiuondson
cnuie to cross examine he found them
easy prey. He harassed them la every
imaginable manner, and whenever they
would HIIOW Bigns of conCusiuu would,
roar out: 'What are you hesitating for?
Are you ttCruld you muy tell a lie?' If
tlie victim replied 'No,' Sinimondson
would retort, 'I wns sure you didn't fear
a little thiug like that,' and if the an-
swer, was 'Yea' he would say with a
sneer: 'Aha! I tliouglit sol1 In short,

TLe t*rnii of all ponstahles now in oflice
are extended two mouths and their term* will
Lert«fttr expire on the fir>t Jay of May.
Tbe terui= of the surveyor* of highway are
abo c-sttnde-1 U> the first day of May. In
the [Ant there has Uwn no limit to tbe num-
ber of constables that r-oul<l be electel in a
t/m usbi[!, eacb, township having a right to
deride how many constaules it would have.
The new law, however, says that each town-
ship may bave only a* many ccoatablee as it
has justices of the peat*.

Tbe tlsral year of each township under the
new law begins ou the first day of February
and ends on the last day of January.

Tbe township committee is given authority
to apjioiDt a township lawyer, a township
engineer and a. township physician, but none
of these officers can bold office more than one
year.

Town-hip committrtmen are allowed t'2
for every day they serve, but they cannot get
from the township more than fcjw a year.
They must appoint a treasurer, who can be
paid whatever sum the couimitteemen think
fair. This treasurer can be one of the com-
mitteenieu, or the township collector, or any
other citizen of the township.

Tbe township committee is authorixed to
pass ordinances, and for violation of thtse
ordinances a Hne of 1100 can be imposed, or
the offeiider csn be sent to jail for ninety
days, or be can l>e both fined and imprisoned.

Tbe township clerk heretofore has had con-
trol of the publication of tbe township state-
ment. 2\ow be is directed to publish such
statement on or before the 20th day of Feb-
ruary annually, in not more than two papers
to be designated by the township committee,
or in pamphlet form if the committee shall
so order. Neglect or refusal impose* a fine
of t lw.

The planting, protection and care of shade
trees on the highways.

Tbe destruction of noxious wild animala,
birds ami insects.

Tbe running and ascertaining of township
lines.

Tbe renting, purchase, erection, mainten-
ance and repair of suitable buildings for
as town bailor lock-up, for the use of tbe fire
department, the police department, or for
any other public use, and the purchase of
sufficient lands therefor.

Tbe preservation of peace and order.
Tbe establishment and maintenance of a

police department.
Tbe establishment and maintenance of a

fire department,
Tbe prevention of the destruction of prop

erty by tire, or the prerention aud extinguish -
meat of forest fires.

Tbe preparation and completion of
assessor's map showing the real estate in tbe
township subject to taxation.

Tbe lighting of streets, public places am
public buildings in the township.
