GAME ALMOST ENDS IN A TRAGEDY.

PITCHER CONNOLLY, OF THE LIT-
TLE FALLS NINE, KNOCKED QUT,

Dover Defeats the Little Falls Nine
by a Score of 13 to 3~Game Betwoen
Orange A. C. and State Jlospital
Team Ends In a Dispute—Nomlnal
Score ) to 0 in Favor of the State
Iospltal Nine,

The game last Baturday between the Dover
base ball club and the Little Falls Field Club
came near ending in a tragedy, a ball pitched
by Crowe with terrific swiftness striking
Pitcher George Connolly, of the Littlo Falls
nine, in the region of the heart, causing him
to keel overat the home plate. This occurred
in the fourth inning and 1t was twenty-five
minutes before playiug was resumed with a
substitute in Connolly’s place, Meanwhile
physicians had been working over Connolly
who bad been placed on a cot brought from
thestove works, Wifen the visitors returned
home in the evening Connolly had recoverad
sufliclently to accompany them,

The game, aside from this incident, was
full of interest. Quite a large number of
““rooters" eccompanied the visitors and
made things lively with their hooting and
yelling. The home team scored two runs
in the first inuing, four more in the thira,
two in the fourth, two in the sixth and three
in theseventh. The visitors scored once in the
third, once in the sixth and once in the
seventh juning,

Clancy, the first batter for the home team,
went to first on four balls. Lee flied out to
left. When M. Rainey wentto the bat Clancy
stole second and on the wild throw from
catcher to second, went to third and then
home on error of centre, who failed to field
the ball. Rainey got to first on four balls,
Wilhelm hit safe to contre, Geager walked.
Weinpahl was hit by pitcher Connolly, fore-
ing Rainey over the plate for arun. Crowe
hit to second and forced Wilhelm out at
home. Btecher hit to second and forced
Crowe at second.

Weinpahl hit safe to left and
scored Wilhelm and Raiuney, but was him-
self put out attempting to get to second.
Crowse hit a two-bagger to centre, scoring
Geager, Stecher it to right fleld and scored
Crowe, Lloyd got to first on four balls
Clancy struck out, Lee retired tho side by a
bit to short which forced Lloyd at second.

An exciting game of bull, played on Wed-
nesday at Morris Plains Dotween the State
Hospital teatn and the Urange Athletic Club,
went by default to the State Iospital team
with the nominal score of 9 to 0.

A great many
hits were made and runs were reeled off with
greatest frequency, At the ending of the
first inuing the Orange clul was ahend by
two runs, At the ending of the second the
Btate Hospital team was ahead. In the
third they were tled. In the fourth the
Morris  Plains boys were again ahead
and so0 it kept up, flrst onme and then
the other being ahead. In the first inning
Beeman, of the G. A. C., made a bit to centre
fleld, on which he made a home run, besides
bringing in two others. The Orange A. C.
had at the ending of the ninth inning a total
ot tweuty-two hitsand were charged with
six errors, The 8tate Hospital team in thelr
eight junings made eighteen hits and were
charged with seven errors. The Morris Plains
boys are confldent that they would have won
oub ory at least, tied the scare had the game
been played out, The game was long drawn
out, lasting two hours and a half,
