Bortrnuu Island Club House B u r n e d -
Arrost ol Aliened Incendiaries .

For the past month cr more a series of rob-
beries has occurred in the vicinity of Lake
Hopatcoug, the principal sufferers being well
to-do: Newarkera residing along the west
slroroof the lake. Detective! were placed at
work, but nothing ot value resulted from
tbeir efforts.. On Wednesday forenoon of
lost week tbe club bouse on Bertrand's Island
was discovered to be on fire and mm soon
destroyed, together with a dozen .launches
and othBr expensive boats, entailing a loss of
about (70,000. Tbe property was owned by
Colonel Florson. Mrs. Martlia Fry, who has
taken care of the bouse for years, lost all her
belooglngs, *

Tho orent has dUcloeod a complicated state
of affairs. Something' over a year ago tbe
West Side Association, comprising perhaps
sixty families, principally Newarknrs living
iu or near tbe borough of Brooklyn, Sufoei
couuty, was formed for " tbe mutual protec-
tion of tbe Interests of its memburB." For
some reason or other the best of harmony
appears not to prevail between tbe borough
authorities and the Association. Among the
Drstot tbe robberies was that of the cottage
of Edwin M. Douglas, a Hewarker. Mayor
Edwards, of Brooklyn, ongogod a Plnkerton
detective; the Assoolatlon applied to John
Qregory, chief ot the Hew Jersey Detective
Aguucy, who sent two detectives to ferret
out the Douglas cottage burglar. While the
opposing doteutlvea were detecting the bur-
gling, they seemed to be playing at cross
purposes, as tbey never ran afoul of each
otber. A fortnight ago the detectives were
directed to suspend operations. On Monday,
12tn instant, tbe executive committee o( the
Association, noelng IlttlB chance of accom-
plishing anything ia tho effort to trace the
(lerpetratora of the burglaries, decided to let
tbe matter drop for the present. That nlgbt
the Luurel House and the adjoining cottage
of Albert Melsol, another Nswarker, were
entered.

This was rubbing it in with a vengeance'
Tuesday morning: Mayor Edwards issued a
proclamation offering 1100 reward for the
arrest and conviction of the burglars and
sent for a Tiukerton man. In the afternoon
the Association issued a Blmllar proclamation
offering >25 reward and sent for two Gregory
men.; On Wednesday tbe club UOUSB burned
and tho rival detective farces went ohostteziug
and allemandlng about seeking for the flro-

When the fire occurred Mrs. Fry, the
housekeeper, was visiting Mrs. John Miller,

Urea nomo distance away Ube had for
an assistant Henry Roth, aged 17 years, who
was at tho house when the flre occurred—In
fat*, discovered it. His boon companion WGB
John Williams, aged 27, who had formerly
worked at tho club house, but had boon dis-
charged. ; He bad become iofatuated. with
tbe good looks of Mrs. Fry's eldest daughter,
a girl of sixteen, and was so unreasonable in
his attentions that be was put out of the
bouee,

Tbe Idea that ItoLh and Williams were re-
onstbifl for the tiro Belzed the detectives at

ouce, and they jealously watched the move-
ments of the suspects. The Phikerton man
got b^ld of young Roth; but there seemod to
be nothing to be gotten from him Then the
Orogory men gut hold of him, and succeeded,
as they claim, In extorting a confession from
him. Op the strength of this both Roth and
Williams are in the Morriatown jail, having
been arrested last Friday.

The groundB for their arrest are simply
theBe. Mrs Fry MTd $350 hidden in her
bedding/ - The detectives think that Roth, In
fluenced by "Williams, stole this money and
set (Ire to the house to coneeal the theft. ' Tbe
money has nob' beeiir found, uor baa the loot
of tho cottages been traced to the prisoners—
nor anyone oho, Jnfact, Thusfartbearreste
appear to have been made on mere (suspicion.

iniila of her tiny proportions, "Well, my

papa makes busts, and he's a—he's a—he's a
bustor I» Of course, tlie child was totally
ignorant of the slang meaning of tho word,
and therefore bad no idea of conveying a
double entendre.

A PBIBST AND A WOMAN- -By Land'n Ayr
(Mra. 8. F. Ayers). author of the *' Browne
Laurel Marriage." Tiie Abbey Press, New
York, Montreal and London ; cloth, I2tno.,
ragged edge ; price $1.
LauiUa Ayr, having exploited " ft Platonic

experiment," culminating la marriage, in a
former work, now essayB another venture ID
the field of love and matrimony, with what
Buccess we will leave the readers of the work
to determine. Suffice it to say that the book
baB met witb favorable criticism by the re-
vlewurs.

The story binges on the celibacy of the fra-
ternal orders of the Episcopalian priesthood.
A young rector vowed to celibacy—" the
good young prieat with the Raphael face "—
is thrown through circumstances to some ex-
tent Into the presence ol a beautiful young
woman, Geraldine Urabar, who, although
bred in a French convent, fa evidently of his
own faith, ae she geeks him for counsel and
spiritual support, her life being hedged In by
most unhappy conditions. The clergyman's
Bister learning of these meetinga strongly dis-
approves of them, considering Geraldine's
actionB as scares to trip her brother, and
makes things rather uncomfortable for him,
especially as Geraldine is the reputed daugh-
ter of a reputed gambler. Cbeever Gray, an
intimate friend and former college mate of
tbe priest, is ardently iu lova with the flame
young woman and unlluggingly follows her
through the fitory. The denouement reveals
an unexpected state of affairs.

The writer is somewhat given to epigram,
which adds strength to some of her chumc-
ters. The blemishes of diction lie In the rep-
rehensible use or slang pbrases scattered here
and there, whfoh add no force of exprea-
BIOD, and In one instance'is wretchedly mis-
applied, Bhowing that the writer, as becomes
a chaste woman, Is not conversant with the
varying shades of the language of tbe street,
or »be would Dover have committed tbe »ole-
ciam. TUB characters are in tbe main well
drawn, but to the masculine mind therB la a
shade of exaggeration In the delineation of
some of the female characters—perhaps char-
acteristics would be the better word—and the
details connected with the gambling crew are
overwrought. The story Is replete with Btir
ring incidents, each connected but giving no
intimation of Its follower—a blind staircase
leading to a climax—and withal so skillfully
wrought as to bring the whole work under
the closer study of the critic Thin unique sto-
ry presents such varied phases of daily vil-
lage life, clerical and secular, that it is well
worth the reading. The broad spirit of ChriH-
tianlty oxompHfJcd In tho work, buffo tod
though it may be by the narrow minded char-
acters, will commend it to church tolk.
