Virtue IB ItH Own Reward » Iiluc-
trated lii Cui'lnua WIIJH.

" Virtue Is its own reward I" was the sub-
ject titlo of A s^vni'm recently delivoitid by tt
noted New York clergy ama, an outline of
wblt-b was published iu a daily paper tbat

ies a specialty f>f such mnitnrn. The sub-
ject is somewhat antiquutod, although ifc serves
very well as a proverb—good enough to quote,
but a tough proposition to run up against in
these confc-per-ceut. days. On tlie stage the
virtuoua heroine, strong" in her innocence, re-
ceive© plaud'ta and bouquets from the audi-
ence ; but the saying loses its force if her sal-
ary is-not forthcoming at tbe end of tbo
week.

Virtue is its own reward" was one of
tbe legends tlint greeted my eyes in tbe old-
time "copybooks*," nnd it formed the moral
of all tbe goody-goody books which environed
my boy life, such as "Sauford and Merton,"
'Araehue and Melissa," und others of ttiat
Ik. But I confess that I am growing some
what skeptical in this hurly-burly age. Tbe
other motto, "Take care of Number One,"
seems to have tbo call in commercial and pol-
itical circles, If a man makes a deal In ruil-
road or otber stocka advantageous to himself
but disastrous to others, or forces a number
of industrial interests into a combination,
he is dubbed "a Napoleon of finance," and a
horde of sycophants crowd nnd cringe at his
feet. So far 'as he (B concerned Virtue may
take to the woods ; bis reward comes in other
form, Bttt lot him meet with serious reverses

ind such things have happened—money
-gone, friends gune, good uatne gone, he culls
ou Virtue, but too late \ she doesn't " brace
him a cent'd worth."

u Virtue is it3 own reward " gives Puck an
opportunity for a witticism:

We will now do a little paraph rasing,"
snid the teacher. " Tommy Tenspot, you may
give us a paraphrase of 'Virtue is its own
reward.1"

'We must bra good for nothing.1* repliod
Tommy, with ready appreciation of tbe nice-
ties of the language.

Virtue is its own reward I" is the title of
an etching in a German comic paper repre-
senting a big loblolly boy boo-hooiug to bis
full capacity,surrounded byatraopof laugh-
ing boys and girls with outstretched fingers
pointing at him. A kindly man asks him the
cause of his trouble. " Well, I got first prize
for being the hest boy in school, aud the other
children are now making fun of me for being
good," Well, it's tbo way oil the world, and
Virtue's rewarding phase seems to consist
principally of pain and tears.

Virtue is Its own reward " inflated one
lad's heart with honest pride, but he after-
ward had reason to regret having token stock
ia the sat ing. It was while the " poster pict-
ure" craze was raging a few years aRO. A
pastor of an evangelical church in a Massachu-
setts town was quite interested in getting up
"socials" to aid in liquidating the church
debt, and appealed to the editor of a promin-
ent magazine for copies of posters used in ad-
vertising the work. Tbe editor'turned tho
matter over to an assistant, with instructions
to comply with the requtst. The assistant
turned it over to au office boy whose zeal out-
ranked his powers of discrimination. A day
or two afterward the boy was asked if he had
sent the posters, and if BO, what be had sent.
'Ob, yea," replied the boy, proudly. " I

sent 'em all right, but I don't remember 'em
all, sir, but I sent that lovely one of the pretty
lady without any clothes on a-settin' on the
grass." The editor scolded the assistant; tbe
latter kicked the boy out of the room. Per-
haps It* was an easing of conscience to kick
the boy, but the virtue of obedience deserved
a belter reward.

" Virtue is its own reward " does not appear
to fill tin heart of the editor of d Now York
Prohibition journal with any roseate hope for
the principle of temperance in the future.
Referring to the Kaiues license law and its
operation, he says : " ' Virtue sold for a price'
would be a.motto for tho Republican party
ia accnrdau.ee with tta platform." Here Vir-
tue is once more afflicted with loug-drawn
sighs and agonizing tears. It is another
goody-goody case oC " Paul and Virginia"—
and Virginia is swept away in tbe seething
sea of politics.

Virtue is its own reward" is a pretty
phrase, yet there are BOine people who feel
like suing for their back par. That Virtue
brings some reward ia the form of secret sat>
isfaetton there is no reason to doubt; but
when she gets cuffed about and ridiculed,
there is no incentive for her to display h>r
wares. More than thirty years ago an honest
old farmer was elected to the New York
Legislature. One day be arose and Btated
tbat be bad been offered ti>ree hundred dol-
lars to vote for a certain measure. His stati
meat met with such a storm of ridicule that
be was quickly convinced that Virtue wasn't;
doing business at that stand ; so he resigned
his seat aud went home. —

But just as I am gettng thoroughly infected
with a " Mark Tapley " state of jollity; ar-
riving at tho conclusion that Virtue aud the
Inevitable reward is best (aucl only) fitted for
obituary paragraphs, along comes a Denver
schoolboy with bis composition and knocks
tbe misanthropy out of my make-up with the
following:

1 Virtue has Its own reward. A poor young
man fell in love with the daughter of a rich
lady who kept n candy shop. The poor young
man could not murry tho rich c-indy lady's
daughter because he hud not enough money to
buy any furniture. A wicked man off wed to
give tbe young man twenty-five dollars if he
would become a drunkard. The young man
wanted tho money very much so that he could
marry tho rich candy, lady's daughter ; but
when he got to tho saloon ho turned to tho
wickoi man and said : ' I will not become a
drunkard even for great riches. Get thee be
hind me, Satan 1' On bis way homo he fouud
a pocket.book containing a million dollars in
gold.

Tbe Antlsprlng Election Bll£
Assemblyman Meeker sprung a snr*^

prise on the Republican leaders last
•week with his antisprlng election bill,
and it very probably bad tBe effect of
bringing the matter to a focus more
quickly than would have been the cose
otherwise. Mr. Mocker's first bill was
clearly unconstitutional, and his sub-
stitute bill lias many of the objection,
nble features removed, but it 1B proba- •'
ble that a new bill will be offered next '
week having the approval of the party
leaders, and it will be rapidly pushed
to final passage. The Republicans will
caucus on this matter Monday night
It Is not known whether the bill will

ave a referendum clause permitting
the matter to go before the people, but
there Is a report to the effect that there
will be no referendum. At a confer-
ence of tlio Republican senators held
on Monday nlgbt many views of the
antisprlng election proposition were ex-
pressed by tbe senators and prominent
Republican leaders. No one opposed
it, however. Tbo senators were of tbe
opinion that a bill applying to all cit-
ies and not applying to townships
would be constitutional. Those who
spoke for the plan said there would be
a great saving of money nnd that in
the fall a better vote could be got out
and better satisfaction generally giv-
en. The Democrats at a joint caucus
decided to oppose tbe passage of any
measure abolishing Bprlng elections.

ConvreMliiial District Lines./

The legislators are giving considera-
ble attention to the proposed changes
n the congressional district lines. A

committee composed ot Senators Pit-
ney, Reed, Stokes, Gross and Francis
and Assemblymen Lewis, Bacheller,

111, Fleming and Foote has been ap-
pointed by the legislature to consider
the various plans for redistrlctlng the
state. The conference will probably
be.held shortly and the district lines
finally determined. Of tbe many plans
so far suggested, thnt known as the
'Potter plan" appears to meet with the

most favor. This plan divides south
Jersey into two districts, the First to
comprise Camden, Gloucester and Sa-
lem, and the Second to be made up of
Cape May, Cumberland, Atlantic and
Burlington. The Third, according to
this plan, will have Ocean, Monmouth
and Middlesex. Mercer, Somerset and
Hunterdon make up the Fourth, Sus-
sex, Warren nnd Morris tbe Fifth, Ber-
gen and Fassalc the Sixth, the coun-
ties of Essex and Hudson each to be
divide'd Into two districts, making the
Seventh and Eighth In the latter and
the Ninth and Tenth In Essex. This
arrangement avoids grouping any two
present congressmen In the Bame dis-
trict

Arrangements for the exercises to be
held at the statehouse on Washington's
birthday by the Society of the Cincin-
nati in honor of the late Adjutant Gen-
eral Strykcr, who was president of
that order, have been completed. At-
torney General Grey will deliver an
address, and Governor Voorhees may
make u few remarks.
Appropriations Committee at Work.

The appropriations committee met on
Monday afternoon, but only considered
the regular appropriations for the vari-
ous departments, and few changes
were made. The committee will hold
two sessions next week for the purpose
of acting upon requests for extraordi-
nary allowances from the state treas-
ury. Next Monday afternoon the com-
mittee -will probnbly take up the ques-
tion of an appropriation for the proper
representation of New Jersey at tha
Pan-American exposition nt Buffalo.
The commissioners ask for $50,000, and
there is an impression that this sura
will he given to them.

to bless the Danube.

Formerly a scaffolding was erected
on the frozen river, and on this was a
large cross of lee. But owing to the
extraordinary number of people who
presented themselves the ice frequent-
ly gave way, and many were drowned.
The ceremony now takes place on tlio
bank of the Danube. The people, In
recognition of the occasion, wear tur-
bans of colored paper and carry long,
white wands. These people, who nre
flreesed t» represent Pontius pjjato
Herod and other religious characters,
go from place to place singing hymns'
wblch are almost similar to our own
Christmas carols.

At the appointed hour of tbe cere-
mony the riotubllltteB arrive Jn proces-
sional order, accompanied by tlio
priests. The service lasts half an hour
at the close of which the Ice is broken
and a small wooden cross is thrown
Into the water. Hundreds of people
rush In after it, and the person who Is
successful In recovering It is considered
very lucky.—London Express.
