From theEIlenville (N. Y.) Journal I learn
that Tully H. Gray, of that village, has a
parchment fan-simile of a "broadside" an-
lounciiig" General Peace," dated March 25,
[783—one hundred and eighteen years'ago.
[fc states that "The FUBUMIM/LRIES to A
BENERAL PEACE between Great Britain,
rance, Bpain, Holland and the United States

•f America were signed at Fails by all the
Commissioners of those Powers." This con-
eutlon was entered into on January 20,1783,
nd by its terms hostilities were to be termin-

ated la Europe on the 20th of February, and
In the United States on the 20th of March,
in the year above named.

This news was seat out from New York,
ivlng been received by express across New

Fersey in lees than three days from Philadel-
phia. I t hod reached tbat city on Sunday,
March 21, having been dispatched to tbe Con-
tinental Coagreso from Ctullz, Spain, by " a
swift vessel,which made the trip in only thtr-
ty-flvo days," The tidtoRB that Iu 1783 re-
uired . over two months to transmit from
aris to Philadelphia would in those days be

stale news iu the capitals aud principal cities
of all civilized nations in half an hour after
the event transpired.

The broadside states that the "very im-
portant; event was announced last night by
the Firing of Cannon, and Great Rejoicings
atEUzabeth-Tovm;" and further particulars
wet*e anxiously expected.

Another historical matter has popped up.
A number of years ago a Boston periodical
published a lore tale, "The Broken Ring,"
purporting to be of English origin, Like all
other love teles, it was full of guah and of no
particular merit. The hero was an officer in
the British army and was affianced to a young
lady of good family. The Napoleonic Btrug-
gle was on and the officer went to tbe wars.
Waterloo was fought; then a portion of tbe
army, including tbe officer's regiment, was
sent to the United States, where it fought
under General Pakenham at New Orleans.
This was a damper on tbe prospective bride,
but she consoled herself with the idea that a
dead uero was better than a live coward.

Time wore on. The maiden laughed In
public and wept in private. In the dayB when
it took two months to cross the Atlantic let-
ters were few and far between. One evening

was At a social gathering, apparently in a
happy frame of mind, and was aaked to sing.
Seating herself at the piano ebe commenced
the beautifull( Banks of Allan Water." 8he
had finished the first and second verses, but
when she came to the lines,

1' For his bride a soldier sought her,
And a winning topgue bad he,"

she gave a pierolng scream and fell senseless
to thB floor." When she recovered she said
she had seen her lover lytog dead on the bat-
tle-field.

Whether or no it was tbis little story that
has "pleyed bob" with history I will not
venture to state; bat the delusion that the
battle of Waterloo preceded that of New Or-
leans h&B prevailed from that time. Tbe ques-
tion, "Were any of the Waterloo veterans
seat to America, and did they participate in
the battlB of New Orleans 1" or to that effect,
bobs up every little while, and it is not more
than a month ago that this identical question
was asked of the New York Times. I t would
take but little historical research to discover
that tbe treaty of peace was signed by the
American and British commissioners on De-
cember 24,1314 1 that the battle of New Or-
leans was fought ou January 8,1815—fifteen
dayB after peace had been declared, and that
the battle of Waterloo was fought on June
16,1815. five months and ten days after that
of New Orleans. . Scott, In bis " Life of Na-
poleon Buonaparte," flpeaks of the veteran
troops of the American war participating in
the Waterloo fights. Someone's historical
ideas merely got twisted. '

" Uncle Tom's Cabin " was played here last
Saturday. This remark may Beem trivial and
scarcely worth noticing. But ithas a history,
and an» interesting one. I t has "held tbe
boards" longer than any other American
play or dramatization. I t Is old, and grows
no younger. Some yean ago an endeavor t
inject new life into It was made; "^opsy
and "•Marks-" were doubled, and " Fbineas
was mouthing his " verilee, verilie, verllo"—
what Quaker ever used &uch gibberish Th
scheme did not work, and now " Uncle Tom
the apostate has been rebapbized, almost in
the, ancient form and faith. In this ancient
faith it IB now presented in tbe New York
Academy of Music, but on a scale vastly
larger than when produced by the Howards
forty-eight years ago.

In 1850 Mrs. Harict Beecher Stowe plotted
tier story and wrote the advance sheets, In
1851 the publishers of tad Washington Na-
tional Intelligencer commenced its publica-
tion in Berial form. In 1853 it was published
In book form ; then the playwrights got at i
and two versions were prepared for the stage,
At that time Sir, and Mrs. George C, How-
ard were reputable stock actors out of a job.
They took-one version and started on a " \
storming" tour—In fact, they played unde
canvas a part of the time,—Mr. Howard as
Uncle Tom, Mm. Howard as Topsy, aud thei
elglit-years-old daughter Cordelia as Eva,
They quickly received au offer from the man-
ager of a Troy (N. Y.) theater and appeare
there early in the summer of 1653, If memory
servos me rightly. Then they went to Ne1

York, and the Howards became famous. l
1884, after thirty-eight years of theatrical life,
Mr. and Mrs. Howard made a farewell tout
of the Eastern States, reviving tbeir first tri-
umph, "Uncle Tom's Cabin." But, I
Topsy was no longer young; and Eva
was at homo tending Evas of her own I

School Moneys Apportioned.

The State Board of Education on Monday
apportioned to the several counties of the
State tbe amount each will receive out of th»
money to be raised through the State school
tax.

tlon of a Mayor, un Alderman and
Three Common Councilmen and Two
Chosen Freeholders, and Two Jus-
tices of the Peace, and Two Con-
stables In the Town of Dover,
Be it ordained by tlia Mayor, Ketiorder,

Aldermen and Common Uoiuiyilmen of Dover,
OH followB, to wit:—

fiEO. 1. Tbat en election sfcaH be bcltl on
Tut'fiday, the eovcutli Any of Hay next, bu-
tweeu tha houre of nix o'clock tii ttie forenoon
ftud nevt;u oVlock iu th« afternoon of wild
day, in tho four olectiou aistricla in tbe Town
ot Dover as dueiguuted and estnblisititd by mi
orilintuicoputKeu uud adopted liy the Mayor,
iteuorder. Aldermen auu Comuion Council-
luen of Dover oo the 14LU day 0£ August,
lhl)U, entitled "Ati ordinance to divide the
Town of Dover into election districts and to
fix and tlesignattt tlia bouudariuij tliereaf," for
a Mayor, oue Aldermnri aud three Common
Councilmen, to hold their respective offices
for two yeare: aha two Chosen Freeholders
Ui hold tueir ofiicts for two years ; ulso two
Justices of tbo I'oaco and two Cousmbleu.

BEO. 2. Tbat for tins iJurposes of &aid elec-
tloQ all tba legal voters residing within the
rtr«fi election diat-ict fin dctiignatod and eatab-
listed by said ordinance, may at said
election cast their ballots at the Engine
tlnufie, BHimttfii en tlm VVwft- nMa nf Btissei
tiuet, and a polling place shall be established

at said Engine House fur tbat purpose. That
all the legal voters residing within the second
election district as designated and established
l>y said ordinauce, may at said election cost
thtiir ballots at the ta rk Hotel, situated on the
South Bids of Blackwell street, and a polling
place shall be established at mid ttirk Hotel
(or that purpotyQ. And tUat all tbe legal voters
residing within said third election district,
as designated and established by said ordin-
ance, may at Bald election cast their ballots at
the Mansion House, situated on the Bast aide
of Sussex street, and a polling place ehaU be
established at Bald Mansion House tor that
purpose. And tbat all the legal voters resid-
ing within tho fourth election district, as
designated and established by said ordinance,
may at said election cuBt their ballots at tbu
store-room of P. W. Bwackhaaier, No. 511
Eoab Blackwell Btreet, and a polling place
shall be established at taid No. 53 East Black-
well street for tbat purpose,

Sao. 8. That District Boards of Regis-
try aiid Election, duly appointed by the
County Board of Elections ot the County of
MorriB, for tho Urst, second, third and fourth
or election districts of the Town of Bo-
Dover shall constitute the Boards of Registry
and Election in Bald Hut, second, third and
fourth election districts each respectively,
and shall act ns judges, inspectors aud clerks
of said election in eaid election districts each
respectively! and ehall conduct tho election
provided for in this ordinance, ia conformity
with tho act of incorporation of the Town of
Dover and with the provisions of an ace of
tbe Legislature of the State of New Jersey,
entitled "An act to regulate elections," ap-
proved April 4th, 181)8, aud the several aup~
pletUBato thereto and umendments thereof
applicable to towns QB municipal corporations,

WEO. 4, That the Clerk of toe Town of
Dover shall set up in the polling places desig-
nated in tho four election dMricle of the
loivn «acli reii]\uctuV«ly, proper bootha anil
railings and shall provide olllcial envelopes
aud ballots for wn at eald election, ac-
cording to the directions and provisions of
tbe laws of thin State, regulating auehelec-
Lioim, aud uiiull also give notice of the
time, pkcB and purpose of holding such
election and of the offices to be filled
thereat as required by law ; and eaid Boards
of Kogistry and Election respectively shall
canvas the votes cast at said election and
certify and make returns thereof under their
oath of office in all things as is required by
the lawfl of this State regulating elections;
and tha Clerk of the Town of Dover shall
file Buch certificates and returns as may be
m&da to him* and report the samo to the
Common Council of Dover at ita first regular
meeting next after Eaid election.
