laid low & large portfon of the business and
residential section of the city, and many of
its ‘?eopla are both homeless and penniless.

ou will remember the hospitality shown
both our officers and men during our period
of encampment there by the good people of
Jacksonvills, aud the many courtesles and at-
tentions coustantly bestowed upou the sick
and afllicted of our regiment, in quarters and
the hospitals.

We all fes] under many obligations to the
residents of that city for their Frenc kindness,
and now, in the e of their troubles, in
their terrible calamity, should not we recipro-
cate by sending them not only our symwthy
but the more substantial aid of a libaral con-
tribution of money et the time wheu itisso

WWAYSIDE MUBINGS.
The New York I'ribune Colebrates tho
Sixtleth Year of Its Existence.

In lnst weel's story of The New York Trib-
une I mentioned the term * Loco Foco.” Sul
phur-tipped matches were in common use
among the well-to-do people a century ago,
but they had to be ignited from a live coal.
Friction matches appesr to bave been intro-
duced about 1820, but they were rather too
castly for freo use, & box of thirty costing
five cents, To-day a box containing a thou-
saud fs sold for a mickel. lmprovements of
the chemleal compound for the heads were
made from time to time, and some’time in the
'80s the once famous locofoco matches were
Introduced.

The term * locofoco” was compounded from
two Latin words, loco and focus. - The name
a8 applied first to a faction of the Democratic
party and then to the whole organization had
its origin in this wise: A Democratic meet-
iog was held in Tammany Hall in 1834, at
whick there was considerablesquebbling over
locnl aifaire, To head off the aggressive me-
jority, of which Captain Isaiah Rynders was
leader, the chairman left his seat and the
lights were suddenly extinguished. The Ryn-
ders following drew their boxes of locofoeos
from their pockets, relighted the lamps and
tinved the ting. ‘The outwitted fac-
tion then appled the term * Loco Foco” to
he suecessful wing, and it stuck to the party
tor twenty years. Fernando Wood, then a
young man of twenty-two, figured in this
meeting, ' The political excitement in New
Yorkeity that year centered in the mayoralty
election, Cornolins W, Lawrence belng the
first mayor of that city elected by popular
vote,

NO GOLD IN NEW JERSEY,
tuty Golden Promfses by Over sune

gulne Gold Seekers.

State Geologist Smock settles convlusively,
so far s expert testimony can go, that the
stories that ere clreuluting abuout the
covery of gold in New Jersey huye no geo-
logical foundation.

Doring the past week the stulement hay
boen miade that theold Colonial copper quarTy
at Paba uarry, Warren cmm[y,.is.h-}hlg
operated fortherecovery of gold, prlm-mu[l}',
and copper incidentadly. This infonufmon
comses a8 8 seuence of flve or mure stories of
the discovery of gold in various localities,
and some of these statements bave caused
real estate booma and 8 short flutter of ex-
citement, .

The most gold in New Jersey, umvnrdinz_ to
the official logist

s

of the Btate Geologist,
is the golden promises mude by the prospec-
tors, ‘'The cry of gold, goid, from the top of
the highlands and from the valleys has been
beard for the past twenty-five years, ouly it
comes more frequently now than it did, be-
cause opportunities ave rought and some-
times constructed, and the wish of finding
magnets of the shining metal is father to the
thought.

“This department bas” sald Protessor
Bmock to-day, *from time to time during
the past twenty ive years been {uakcd to
examine speclmens of ora from copper mines,
aud other sources, for the purpose of ascer-
talning whether there Is any gold or any
possibility of finding gold in this Htate, but 1
can say that only in oue lnstance, and that
receutly, has ore been produced from Morris
county, and that showed a slight percentage
and perhaps enough to make it worth ex.
tractiog. There is sllver in some of the eap-
per mines, considerable silver, for silver and
copper ore are, as a rule, found together”
Professor 8wock produced the records of the
State Geological Survey.

*These examinations demanstrate that #il-
ver could be gotten out of the earth with a
profit. Take for ipstance the Bridgewater
Mountain, at- Somervills, now being operated
under a new corporation as a copper mine.

““The ores show 18 95 per cent. of copper
to the tau, and 4 13 ounces of silver to the
ton, This mine is now being operated by the
American Copper Company, snd it is alto-
tother possible that a later assay would show
even a stronger percentage than this one we
have on record.

“The old Schuyler miueat Belleviile shows
7.2 ounces of silver to the ton, but the big-
post percentage on record is from the copper
ore obtained fromn Briggstown copper mive,
which we think now are not being operated,
but their sample shows 64.6 percentage of
copper and silver 15.1 ounces to the ton,

“The old mine at Paba Quarry, Warren
county, has been showing 7.0 per cent, of
copper, with traces of eilver, and the mine at
Joony Jump Mountein, Warren county,
shows 7 per cent. of copper end ten cunces of
silver to the ton, but none of the assays mado
show any gold, unly here and there several
faiot traces, except the sample sent to us
from Morris county last year. These sam-
ples show traces of gold sufilcient, if the veln
contloue to produce in guantity and quality
as the sample, to make it probably worth
whils to' work,

*'Much futerest is belng attached to this
-assay, b the were obtained
trom the Highland mountains, which ate a
part of the Appalachian Range, and it is
known that gold bas been obtained from this
range in quantities in both South and North
