this item Included Iu the Annual ap-
propriation bill; consequently tlie gen-
tie mosquito may buzs and bite as ol
days gone by this summer wlthoul
fear of state interference.

Among the other measures of Impor-
tance enacted by the legislature were
the antltrading stamp bill, making
these Btamps redeemable ID money aft-
er July 1; providing for the publication
of a synopsis o^ the laws In tlie news-

irre of the state; Increasing the
state road appropriation from $150,000
o .$250,000; giving the governor power

to appoint, a brigadier general of the
state militia in the event of the failure
of the officers to elect; increasing the
state's share of the general school tax
from $813,000 to $883,000; authorizing
local boards of health to regulate the
nuDilier of tenants la tenements and
apartment houses, and the bill giving
the United States Steel corporation
power to convert its 7 per cent prefer-
red stock into 5 per cent bonds.

State Will Loie Thonaand..
It has been discovered since the legis-

lature adjourned that the Steel cor-
poration bill will cost the state an an-
nual loss In revenue of at least $10,000,
the preferred stock to be retired being
upward of $200,000,000, on which the
state will lose the tax. Tbis phase es-
caped the notice of tbe lawmakers, ana
the bill was passed and has been sign-
cd by Governor Murphy.

Tbe increase in the state road ap-
propriation, will permit New Jersey to
build seventy-flve miles more of new
roads at a cost of $1,000 a mile than it
could have built a year ago, or 1S1\2

miles altogether this year. The state
pay3 83 per cent and the county and
Individuals 67 per cent of the cost of
the construction of these roads.

The trolley freight proposition, which,
passed the senate, was killed in the
house committee, and ihe house also
defeated the Hoffman bills alleged to
have had fcr their object the doing
away with competition in the gas and
electric light business. Mr. .Whltford's
bill for a million dollar state university
was killed in a house committee early
In the session. The attempt to abolish
spring elections in other municipalities
besides cities also failed. Hunterdon
county's attempt to hare thejstate pay
one-half tlie cost of building hard roadB
in that county was not looked upon
with favor by tlie legislators.

ConiitilMloKi to Be IVaued.
The legislature gave the governor

power to appoint several commlsslon«
other than tlirise mentioned above. The
most important of these Is a commis-
sion to prepare for New Jersey's par-
ticipation In the Louisiana Purchase
exposition ait St. Louie next year. This
commission comprises eleven men, and
they •will have $50,000 of "the state's
money to spend, their services to b«
rendered gratuitously. Then there It a
commission to be named to Investigate
the condition of affairs connected 'with
the Morris canal for, the purpose .of
recommending a scheme •; next year
looking to the abandonment of that
canal and the protection of all inter-
ests; another commission to purchase
and present the ten thousand dollar
silver service given by the state to th«
new battleship New Jersey and other
commissions: to Investigate the condi-
tion of the oyster Industry, in the state;
to make Inquiry into the merits of the
claim of tbe Rutgers college against
the state for $131,000 for state scholar-
ships at that Institution; to consider
the advisability of establishing a state
fiomial school and to determine where
it should be established and one to
control the examinations and licensing
of veterinarians. ; : ; ,

Bills Signed by Governor.

Among tbe bills signed by the gov-
ernor besides the Pennsylvania railroad
tunnel and'the United States Steel cor-
poration bills were the following: Em-
powering keepers of state Institutions
to refuse admission to committed per-
sonB when contagious diseases exist in
such institutions; authorizing a clerk to
the street commissioners in cities of the
second class; enabling borough councils
to make new assessments for construc-
tion of repairing of streets or side-
walks; providing for a course of in-
structlon In clay working and ceramics
in tlie. State Agricultural college;
Strong's county freeholder bill; the gen-
eral educational bill; authorizing gov-
erning bodies of a municipality to
spend $50,000 for land and to remodel
public buildings when suel expend!-
ture has been authorized by the voters;
the state road appropriation bill; pro-
viding for the improvement of a part
of the Faterson plank road; providing
for a manual training school at Borden-
town for colored children; appropriates
$10,977.74 to defray the inaugural ex-
penseB; provides for five veterinary
medical examiners; enabling freehold-
ers to provldB for the Interment of "vet-
erans; providing for the licensing of
•logs; designating the governor's secre-
tary's Bnlary at $3,000; the Passolc pol-
lution bills; providing for a commission
to investigate 'the claim of the State
Agricultural college; specifies manner
of trial and dismissal of police oHoers-
providing for the grading or promotion
of members of the police force In first
class cities, and the Louisiana exposi-
tion commission bill.
