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NEXT SUNDAY’S LESSON.
*¢The Early Christian MIisslonaries,”
Acts 13: 1—12-Rev. M. T, Shcelford.

UR lessons have been showing us frem
week to week the ever widening circles
of the influence of the early chburch.
From the first beginning at Jeruealem, the
natural center, christianity kept reacbiug out
farther and farther, until to-day the follow;
ers of Chrlst are in every lund, and still the
work Is going steadily forward. Persecution
scattered the christians aand enlarged the
gphere of usefulness for the preachers of the
Cross of Christ. Philip preached at Ssmaria,
Peter was brought into contact with Gentiles
1n the homeof Corpelius; then a church com-
posed of Gentile members grew up at Anti-
och, and now, lo this lesson, we seo the be-
ginning of & deflnite effort to spread the
gospel throughout the then known world.
Jenus promised His disciples that they should
“receive power after that the Holy Ghost is
come upon you and ye sball be witnesses unto
me both in Jerusalem and in all Judea and in
Bamaria and unto the uttermost part of the
earth” (Acts 1: 8). This promise was now
being fulfilted. The Holy Ghost came upon
the disciples at Jerusalew, and tbey wit-
nessed effectually there. Then they reached
out still farther and the same Divine power
made their preaching efectual throughout
Palestine. In this lesson we are told (verse
2) that *the Holy Ghost said, Heparate me
Barnabas and Baul for the work whereunto
I have called them,” Ho we see that in this
larger ministry it was the Holy Spirit that
led them forth, just ns Jesus bad intimated
in His last promise concerning the baptism
with the Holy Bpirit.

The church at Antioch bad in it a number
of distinguished men whose names are men-

_ tioned in verse one of the lesson, These men
were from different places and of differont
pattonalities. It js only naturnl tbat to such
& company of men the work of sending forth
missjonaries shonld be committed. There
men knew, by what they had seen, the need
of the gospel among the Gentiles. They were
men who bud seen enough of heathenlsm to
xnow bow degraded humanity may become.
They knew by experience wbat Christ could
do for the human heart, More than this,
thefr contact with Gentile nations had re
moved very largely the prejudice that filled
the.minds of the leaders at Jerusalem. It was
a very natural and fitting thing that the
Holy Bprit sbould choose this body of men to
send forth missionaries to the heathen, in-
stead of using the leaders in the Jerusalem
Church.

Baul and Barnabas were the men chosen to
go out and do the work that was to be done,
They were chosen and appointed by the Lord.
Then their fellow workers, after fasting and
prayer, *Jaid tvelr bands on them and eent
them away.” Ordiuation to their special
ministry, we notice, was done at the special
command of God, who had spoken by the
Holy Ghost and ordered these men to separate
or set apart Baul and Barnabas for this
special work. We seein this that men are
chosen of God for thelr winistry, and that in
addition to His call to servic- it has pleased
God to bave the church alsu set its seal upon
the men. ‘This accomplishes soveral things.
It gives the church an opportunity to show
that it recognizes t!at the Lord s leading
forth the men. It makes the menrepresenta-
tives of the church. Itlinks the church with
God In the work of spreading the gospel. It
makes the church responsible for the men she
sends out, and the men feel that loving loyal
hearts are prayiog for them,

This lesson sbould mrouss Christians to &
sense of their duty toward the heathen of our
own day. 1t Is true that we have many in
our own land that are just as wicked as the

worst savages, But if some people In Ameri- l

osure heathenisk it is because they choose
‘to be. ‘They refuse to avail themselves of the
teaching and help that is oftered them. The
heathon in many forelgn lands are what they
are because they cannot help themselves.
They do not know of Christ and his power to
. gave. Now it ia plaioly our duty to send
some one to tell them the **good news” of
. salvation from sin through our Lord Jesus
Christ. Christ commanded, ** Go ye there:
fore and teach all nations” (Matt. 28 : 19}
He gave no command that He did not expect
-un to obey. Now, in this lesson we see how
tbe Holy 8pirit, when the proper tlme came,
i prompted these men to begin the missionary
-work. It was no longer to be left to chance;
it was to be taken up as the business of the
church. We dannot please God and refuse to
give to the heathen world thelife-giving mes-
sage. It “God =0 loved the world that Ho
gave His only begotten Son™ to die for them,
then we cannot refuse to spread the story of
His loveand please H'm,

The story of the beginning of the first mie-
alonary journsy of Saul and Barnabas follows
the story of their ordination to missionary
work. They went forth in the power of the
Holy Bpirit and were successful from the
very first in winning converts to Christ, We
‘notice in verse nine that Saul takes the pame
of Paul, the name by which bhe was after-
‘wards known. -
