Aneut Ibe Railroad Wreck,
Several bills were presented In the

two houses this week as tbe result of
the disastrous wreck on tbe Central
railroad near Graceland a week ago.
One by Senator,Wakelee requires two
firemen and an engineer on each of the
big Wpoten engines and that the engi-
neer must not leave his post to perform
any other duty. Officials or employees
of the road are made liable to a fine of
$100 for the first offense in permitting
a violation of this law' and to a fine of
$1,000 and two years' imprisonment if
repeated. »

A bill on the same point by Senator
Hudspeth requires one, cf the extra
firemen to be In the cab with the engi-
neer at all times. A penalty ot $500 is
fixed by this bill. Assemblyman New-
corn, who balls from Flalnfield, offered
a resolution calling for a committee to
be appointed by the speaker of the
house to Investigate the cause ot the
wreck and.report Its findings at the
earliest possible moment with what-
ever recommendations the} may deem
advisable toward securing flach legis-
lation, if requisite, to prevent a repeti-
tion ot such a disaster or necessary for
tbe protection of the lives and property
of the traveling public.

It is practically assured that In the
event of the governor appointing Unit-
ed States District Attorney David O.
-Watklns to succeed Commissioner of
Banking and Insurance William Bettle.
John L. Swayee, the secretary to the
governor, will be named as the new
United States district attorney to sne-
ceed Mr. Watklns. Mr. Swayze is a
lawyer of ability and was formerly
prosecutor'of the pleas In Sussex coun-
ty, in which county lie i» also a recog-
nized political leader.

STATEHOOD BILL A MBS ABB Tit
ArPROfBIATlOfi BILLS.

Venezuela Negotiations, Uang-lutr Fire
—Immigration Bill Mny n a v e to be
Modlfled-Frlvate Claim Bills Passed
—What Became fit a Famous Side-
board — Humane People Protest
Against an Inhumane Measure.

Washington, D.'C, Feb. 2,1803.
The Statehood fight in the Senate has grown

into one of the bitterest parliamentary con-
tentions of recentg'yeara. Senator Quay an-
nounces that ha will atop at nothing to win
hla struggle for Btatehood for Oklahoma,
Arizona and . New Mexico, and Senator
Hanna and the other Republican leaden pro-
nounce the methods of tbe Pennsylvania Sen-
ator reactionary and almost revolutionary
and say that they wlll.iiol hesitate to precipi-
tate an extra session ot Congress if that be-
comes necessary to pnvect the success of
Senator Quay's program. At this writing
there Is every indication that nothing shott
of an extra session will accomplish tbe defeat
of the carefully laid plans of the wily Pann-
sylvanlan, and his accomplished co-worker,
Senator Foraker, of Ohio.

Senator Quay's latest move hat been to at-
tach tbe Statehood Mlljo the agricultural
appropriation bill, which was accomplished
Saturday, bat he hat also given notice that
be will attach it to the sundry civil and the
postoffice appropriation bills. So long aa he
maintains bis majority in tbe Senate, which
now cumbers about twelve, there will be no
possibility of defeating him except by talking
to death those appropriation bills to which he
attaohes bis obnoxious measure. Tbls. Sena-
ton Aldrlch, Lodge, Hanna, Platt ot Con-
necticut, aud fitter leaden of the party, as-
sure yonr cornmpondent they are prepared to
do if no other method of preventing the ad-
mission of the territories presents itself.

So absolute hat been the Statehood block-
ade in the Senate that no other legislation
bat been even considered. Secretary Hay
has secured an extension of two months on
the time for the ratification of the Cuban
treaty and that convention will be considered
It is hoped, at an early date. It it possible
that tome general legislation may be consid-
ered to-day, at Mr. Quay has said that he
would not press the Statehood bill further aa
a separate measure. The Elkint antttiuat
bill hi now on the Senate calendar, having
been favonbly reported by the committee.

Aa the bill now stands it will meet with no
opposition and it Is believed can pass without
objection.

We see tbls
temptation in the boy at school who insists on
leaving his teachers and going to the Bhops to
earn a few dollars per week. Older and wiser
friends counsel him to Btay In his school, to
dig deep and lay a better foundation for bis
life work. Just so men and women nrftlect
or give scant attention to the true founda-
tions of character. They fall to realize thai
a foundation of simple good resolutions on a
pnrely moral basis can never stand the final
test

Tbe person who builds on-Christ as
personal Saviour, Is the person wbo is build-
Ing wisely. The great teaoher, from whom
tbe world has learned its true lessons of life
declared that; " Whosoever hearotb these
aaylogs of Mine and doetb them, I will liken
Him unto a wise man who built bis house on
a rock," (Matthew 7 : 24). Even in this present
life there Is a vast difference In the man vrbi
builds on tbe solid rock, Christ Jesus, and tbe
man wbo builds on bis own foundation of
good principles and actions. For real stability
the Cbristion man Is toe man to oboose. The
power of Jesus Christ as a personal Saviour,
personaly accepted, trnsted and obeyed, it
the greatest obaraoter forming power in tbe
universe. Even the wlldeBt savages, canni-
bals and bloodthirsty warriors have been sub
daed by this migbty power and transformed

' into peaceful God fearing men. It does not
take generations of education and training
for the results of tbe grace of God to be seen.
The Individual man wbo hears and obeyi
tbs teachings of Jesus Ohrlst will Bod an
immediate result from his faith toward God.
The highest wisdom In building up s life is to
found everything upon Jesus Christ as i
persons! Saviour. Then tbe floods tbat ma;
beat about us will not harm us. TemptatlooB,
trials, distress and Buffering cannot over-
whelm the man wbo has underneath him tbe
solid rock, Christ Jesua. He is COHBOIOUB of
the priMnce of an unseen friend that
stronger than the strongest foe, And more
loving and true than any earthly friends
could ever be.

But there Is another picture standing along
aids ot tbe picture of tbe wise man. A fool
Ish man iB building a house upon tbe sand
Note well the difference. Jesusaaid: "Every
one tbat beareth these sayings of mine an<
docth them not, shall be likened unto a fool-
ish man wbich built his house upon the sand "
(Mat. 7: 30). We all remember tbe story of
the fall of this house. The floods soon under-
mined Its resting place, the sands shifted and
only a heap of ruins remained, This man
had an equal-chance wltb' the other man.
The choice of foundations rests with tho
builder. One man was wise and tbe other
was foolish. It Is Elso true In the matter of
character building. Tbe choice of founda-
tions il made by tbe builders. Both the wise
and foolish hear tbe aosDel. One accepts tbe
Saviour. He hears the sayings of Ohrlst and
"dotth them." The other man hears but
"doeth them not" One man realises the
limitations of his wl'l p^wer and his nttar
inability to prepare bis soul to meet God In
peace, and,so he seeks a personal saviour to
help and aava him. He bnllds upon a rook
and his bnilding stands. Another man feels
self confident. He is as good as any one.
He resolves to live a good clean moral life,
but he. builds only in hie own strength. Tbs
chances are that his building will soon fall
and he will soil his fair name. But even If
he builds well and his building looks as fair
or fairer than his'Christian neighbor's, It Is
surely doomed to fall In the end. Tbe
Judgment day will tell tbe story: It will not
be so muoh a question of the appearance of
tbe building, as the stability of its founda-
tion that wil) oonnt in that great day. - It
will not be towering height or (Uttering
paint or costly ornamentation that will de-
olde tbe destiny of the'soul, but rather the
depth ot lta foundation. Does your faith
reach down to the atonement of Christ to
savs from sin, or arc you trusting in tbe
sands of yonr own good works to support
yonr hopes of a happy sterility. " He that
bellevetb on the Son hath everlasting life.
He that believetb not on the Bon shall not
see life, but the wrath of God abldsth on
him" (John S: SO). Personal faith In Jesus
Christ as a personal Saviour Is tbs only true
foundation.

There la a sad thought In connection with
tbe mistake that many are making. It they
build op tales hopes and their building falls,
In the judgment day there U no possibility of
rebuilding. " And greet was t ie fell of It,"
b the sad comment on the ruin of the foolish
man's house.

ECHOES OF GRACEL&ND DISASTER.

hlyinan Gulirk of Mfreer permitting

At present
no BiUnrles are paid. The first bills
passed in the senate were three com-
pauion bills by Senitfor Brown of Mon-
moutb annexing North Spring Lake to
Spring Lake.

Aiitlplireon Shouting BUI.
Tile fiist hearing of the session was

held by a house committee on Monday,
When the friends and opponents of the
ahtlpigeon shooting bill were glveD a
chance to express their views on this
mensure. The committee room was
eroH'ded almost lo suffocation, and the
hearing laBted over two hours. Among
those who were lined up In favor of the
bill were O. Wlsner Thorn and Colonel
E. E. Edwards of Newark, Fred G.
Buinhum of Morrlatown. Auiust Bond-
er of Oruuge and Professor H. i).
Cornwall of Princeton. A forcible ar-
gument waB put up by Cnptnin Samuel
Phillips of Duudue, who fiivorpd tlm
bill. He spoke of the cruelty of tlu>
practice of shooting pigeons .flnd said
that no tnnn had a moral right to kill
birds uud other game ns a mere teBt of
Blxlll. He told what the Society For
tho Prevention of Cruelty to Animals
hud done toward stopping the slaugh-
ter of pigeons to satisfy the desires of
sporting ineu. The speaker elted malty
instances of cruelty to birds und told
how frequently birds wounded and dy-
ing had been found a uille or two aiv«y
from the shooting grounds.

The bill was vigorously opposed by
representatives of trnpshoofing• HHSO-
clutious from all purts of the state to
the number of twenty-five or thirty.
The principal argument was made by
George S. McAInlne of New York,
champion amateur shot of the United
States. Mr. McAlphie gave some stutis-
tlcs from the records of the Garden
City (inn cluli tif Long Island, which
showed tlmt nt .TJ.oOO pigeons sbot~at
ull but *><> had' been accounted for or
returned. lie argued that from this
the cruelty of pigeon shooting was n
small factor in the arguments of the
advocates of the measure. He denleil
that any shooting club with which he
Ua<l been identified practiced cruel
methods on birds to make them lively,
such as pulling out their tall leathern.
running plus luto tlielr bodies nnd nd-
mlnlsteriuR "dope." Others who spoke
against the measure wore J. H. Car-
sturis, president of the Uiverlon Gnu
cluli, nud Moijfcrs. ltoutan and Ilunlcr
of the same club and Mr. Page of the
Cnrterct club at Westileld. It is not
believed the bill will be reported fa-
vorably, If at nil.

Seuutor Wnkelce has a bill before the
senate which exempts from taxation
firemen in townships or boroughs to
the same extent that other firemen are
exempt from tnxntlon. The township
or borough firemen must have served
seven years as such to secure this ex-
emption.

The Child Labor Bill.
A child labor bill that is likely to at-

tract widespread attention was pre-
sented by Assemblyman Van Bhircom.
The bill increases the age under which
no chlldjshuli be employed in factories
or workshops from twelve to fourteen,
the deputy factory Inspectors being
given discretionary Powers in the ense
of orphans, who may be permitted to
work if they nre over eleven years old.
As It is now orphnns may bo permitted
to work regardless of their age. It Is
further provided that children between
the ages of fourteen and sixteen may
be permitted to work In factories mid
mills if they have a school ccrtiftcatp
approved by the school superintendent
or/some one in authority. This section
raises tbe limit oue year. If a minor
who Is .employed during the day can-
not read or write anrt there is nn even-
ing school accessible, the minor must
attend that school unless n physician
certifies that such attendance upon the
evening school, would be injurious to
the child. The collection of penalties
is provided for as per the present law,
tho money after the costs are paid to
go to the school fund of the municipal-
ity In which the violation occurs. It Is
further provided thnt no child under
the age of ten years may sell newspa-
pers or periodtcnlB on the streets and
that no child under tbe age of fourteen
shall sell newspnpers, etc., on the street
before 7 a. m. or after 7 p. m. or during
school boors.

The penalty for the making of a fnlso
statement in the certificates required
Is a fine of $50. Any person continuing
to violate the act limy be lined $50. A
parent permitting the employment of n
child under the limited age may be
lined $20. An employer who continu-
ally employs minors nrtcr having re-
ctived notification from the labor au-
thorities Is liable to a fine of not less
than $A nor more than $20 for each
day. Failure on (he part of employer
to prodnce n list of tho minors em-
ployed by him nnd their certificates of

President Draper Argues on the
Woman Question.

Frestdeut Andre* B. Draper, of the IlllnoU
Btate University; ID a reoent address on co-
education before th» Twentieth Century
Club, o( Boston, went out of bis way to mate
an argument againjt tbe ballot for women.

President Draper n i l , "The essence of
government is protection; man is the natural
proteotor, tbe natural voter."

ID every well-regulated family proieotion
ia mutual. Tbe man Is the natural proteotor
of hlB wife from bnrglars and violence; bat,
on the other hand, she protects him from
draughts, dirt, bad food, born, tnlorobes and
a boat of annoyanoee. He proteota the chil-
dren from physical violence, In tlie rare
oases where suoh protection is needed in a
civilized land; but tbe mother la expected to
take moet of the care of protecting their
health and guarding then from moral and
spiritual Injury,

Legislation to by no means limited to the
merely protective function to which President
Draper aeems to confide it. And of theiegts*
latlon that la actually protective, only a
small fraction Is devoted to the army and
police, the protection of society from down-
right physical violence. The great bulk of
protective legislation la dlreoted to the peace-
able protection of Boolety from lnju^tloe; dirt,
disease, adulteration of food, child labor and
other evils to be remedied by Intelligence—
whlob is common to both sexes—or else to its
protection from moral evils; against whlob
women are supposed to be hi > large degree
(be natural guardians of the community. It
Is tbe more InoonslsteDt to debar women from
any vote in choosing the lawmakers, when so
large a part of modern legislation has to do
with matter* regarded as belonging to
wowes'ieipeoleP'ipbere."

The ballot Is also a protection against unfair
law. President Draper la probably not aware
that In Haasaohnntte. the suffragists have
only jnrt succeeded, in getting tbe laws of In-
herltauoe equalised between huBband and
wife, after nfty-nve years of effort, and tbat
In many States they are attll unequal. Be

may not have heard that tbe aldermen of
Toledo have decided to debar women from
working as clerks or stenographers in the
service of tbe city, because tbe places are
wanted for voters ; and that a similar step ia
in contemplation elsewhere. A vote has
has been compared to a life preserver. On
nineteen occasions out of twenty a women
may have no need of it, but on tbe twentieth
ahe may need it, and need it badly. Would
President Draper argue that a woman ought
not to be allowed to take a life-preserver to
sea with her, because a life preserver is a pro-
tection, and protection devolves by nature
npon the masculine sex I
