[Special CorreRpandence.]
Trenton, Feb. 20.—Wnsblngton's blrth-

daj Interfered with the usual Holiday
night session ot the legislature this
week, but the solous got to work brisk-
ly enough on Tuesday morning and
soon made up for the time lost in ob-
serving tbe natal duy anniversary of
tne Fatber of His Country. The law-
makers are at last down to work In
real earnest, and tbo end may be said
to be In slgbt. There avc some wbo be-
lleve final adjournment sbould be
reached In about three weeks more,
which would make the session eleven
weeks long, but there are others who
profess to know t!ie "iniiernesa" of
things and wbo assert that It will be
at least four weeks more before the
legislators are ready to pack up and go
borne.

It will be interesting to watch during
tbo closing weeks of the session how
the legislature will deal with the sever-
al recommendations contained in tbe
governor's message submitted ot the
opening of the session. The subjects
upon which the governor urged legis-
lative action were as follows: A trunk
Bower outlet for the Fnsimlc valley to
be built with ntutc aid! n'prlmary elec-
tion law; the purchase by the state of
voting machines to be used In all lo-
calities; tbe abolishing of fees In coun-
ty offices and placing such officials on n
salaried basis: raising the minimum
age for children employed In factories
from twelve to fourteen years and giv-
ing the governor the power to remove
the factory inspectors and his deputies;
a liberal approprlo^on for the estab-
lishment of the State Hospital For
Consumptives; to Increase tbe govern-
•r's emergency fund from $10,000 to
$25,000; increasing the salary of the
state banking and Insurance commis-
sioner from $4,000 to $0,000; the crea
tlon of a commission to investigate and
report bills for regulation of tenement
hoiiBV; to limit the speed of automo-
biles to fifteen miles an hour; the ex-
tension of ihe statehouse grounds and
the purchase of erection of an execu-
tive mansion;'passing of the constitu-
tional amendments for tbe reorganiza-
tion of tbe judiciary, and tbe require-
ment of indemnity bonds from litigants
enjoining corporations.

It Is not at all l.lkely that all of these
suggestions will receive favorable con-
sideration at tbe bands of the legisla-
ture. In fact a few of them are already
doomed, and a dozen governors could
not bring .them back to life. Notable
among these arc the antlcounty fee
bill and tbe primary election law. The
voting machine bill is hanging back
for some .unaccountable reason, and it
may be that this important measure
will be introduced too late to enable It
to be passed.

Up to the committee.
One half of the session has passed

into history and only one of tbe bills
recommended by the governor has been

38ed. TblB is the *bill embodying
judiciary amendments. Tbe tenement
house bill did not make Its appearance
until last week, and this will probably
go through without any question. The
bill for increasing tbe salary of the
state banking and insurance commis-
sioner will probably be sent to the gov-
ernor In a few days, having gone
through the senate without opposition.
The proposition has yet to be consid-
ered by the appropriations committee,
which must also act upon a few of the
other recommendations of the governor
before they are finally determined
upon. The bill to appropriate a liberal
sum for the State Hospital For Con-
sumptives has been introduced, but
the committee will have to Sx the Bum.
The amount asked for is $500,000. The
appropriations committee also has au-
thority over the governor's emergency
fund Increase, but there will probably
be no difficulty about this, as there is
no provision for an outlay of money,
the governor being authorized to call
upon any or all of this amount In case
it is needed, this move being prompted
by the fact that the governor was
without authority to pay the. state
troops ordered to Faterson last spring
to quell the labor riots, tbe money nec-
essary having to be raised on the per-
Bonal notes of the governor, state comp-
troller and state treasurer. The bill
for the statehouse grounds extension
and a gubernatorial mansion is half
way on its journey, but this is another
matter which the appropriations com-
mittee will Have to take Into considera-
tion. It is thought likely that the mat-
ter will receive favorable consideration.

Gblld Labor and Automobile.,

The Newark members have broken
away from the governor in tbe Fassnlc
pollution matter and disregarded his
advice to have the bill provide for state
aid in this gigantic proposition by hav-
ing the section relating to this matter
stricken from the bill now before tbe
house. There is a serious doubt as to
whether this bill will pass. The child
labor bills suggested by the governor
have created no little Btlr, but it may
be that the bills'now before the house
may die In committee, unless the labor
men agree to accept them as they are,
being content to get a half loaf rather
than no bread. The automobile bill is
another that has caused no little inter-
est, and the original bill presented by
Mr. Scovel of Camden, -which was ex-
tremely drnstlc. has been replaced by a
BUI which Is snltl to be acceptable to
the automobllists. The corporation

The Bev. n. W. Moore Writes Enter-
tainingly About Florida.

fOtnmunicatedl.
To the Editor of the Iron Era:

DEAR SIB :—Perhapnyou will be Interested
in a few miarallonnufl items from FloridB,
tbroxn together without much >yBtein or
arrangement. I arrived safely at Jackflou
villa last Monday, the 10th lust. Bad smooth
B*ii, nice weather, and very floe trip all the
way. On the day I arrived tbe thermometer
stood at 76 degrees, and I saw children on the
street barefooted; tbe next morolog it was 80
degrees and on Wednesday 26 degrees, with
ice on water standing la veBselB ID the open
air. Tbe next morniog the mercury stood at
34 degrees and yesterday there was a white
froBt, Orange trees which were well pro-
tected by wind breakers and coverings were
not materially damaged.

Tbero was a perfect influx of northern
tourists to Florida last week, besides the
thousands wbo were here before. Last
Thursday night two of the largest hotels iu
Jacksonville turned away two hundred per-
sons for want of room—and every boarding
bouse and hotel was overcrowded. Miami
and tain; Beach are about as full—and Bill!
they coma

I am Btopping at Francl*, a amoll county
village Blity-five miles southeast ot Jackson-
ville anil live roll™ west ot Falatlta, on the
8t. Jobn'a river. It Is comparatively a
new country here, as is most ot Florida.
People from almost every State in tbe Union
are found here—front Washington and North
Dakota to Texas, and from Maine to Georgia.
There are pleoty of bear and deer near here,
even within three or four miles. I am stop
ping with a Dr. Miller and he has a wide ter
ritory for his practloe, the nearest doctor
east of him being five mites away; ueareBt
one north, thirty miles; west twenty-four
mtk B, and south, about fifteen miles. Yes-
terday a man came on horseback twenty
miles to get some medicine for four differeut
per8onsrand three days ago a lady Bent fifteen
mileB to get the doctor to send her some med-
icine for her two-and-a-half-year-old ohlld
Tbe doctor started a few minutes ago to
go ten miles to Bee a patient, through brush
and over bad roads, and will not be able to
get home to-night.

The orange crop is practical!? all picked
and shipped, and new blosBOms are on tbe
trees. I visited an orange grove the other
•lay. The early peach trees have shed their
bluesoms and tbe treezi ot Tuesday night de-
stroyed tha young fruit but tbe later varie-
tleB and tbe plumbtrees are in full bloom and
will e3capeseriouB injury. Farther south there
was no f resziDg weather. It is hard for a per-
son who.has never been here to conceive ol
tbe great loss to Florida caused by the greu
freeze in the winter of 1891-5, when the
orange orchards were nearly all entireiv
fettled. Hundreds of people were financially
ruined. Or. Miller, with whom I am Btop-
pfog, paid $2,000 for a farm with an orange
orchard about 1B00, Bpent a. tl,00) more in
improvements and after tbe freees Bold the
whole for $600.. To-day I sow a farm of 120
acres for which this owner paid tll.OOO berore
the big freeze; to-day he could not get more
than six or seven hundred dollars for it, al-
though the bouse on it cost $1,200. These are
but samples of hundreds. The best farms
here are worth only five or Bhc d illara an
acre, and timber land from one dollar Jo a
dollar and a half the acre.

Wo visited a turpentine farm last week
which embraceB 8,000 acres of timber, where
they make turpentine and roBin. There are
many similar ones in this Btata, and they are
faBt destroying the pine timber of Florida.

School teachers here get from thirty to
forty, dollars a month. Tbe churches have
preaching services—some once and some twice
a month—by circuit riders, at in old times in
the north and west. There are not many
negroes here. The first solid car load of
timatoeB shipped from the State thiB Benson
left Jacksonville last Thursday and was billed
for- Kansas City. Ic came from Miami, the
most southern railroad station.

Washington, D. C , Feb. 23, 1903.

The most complicated situation since the .
QllbuBter on tbe Lodge bill now exists In the
Senate and threatens the defeat of the Pana-
ma and Cuban treaties and even an extra
Beesion of Congress. Senator Morgan, who
Is wedded to tbe idea of constructing the iBth-
mlan canal by the NIcaroKuan route, is de-
termined to defeat tbe Colombian treaty and
Is openly filibustering to tbat end. He ba*
already mads a phenomenal record, having
used more tlian 200,000 wordB in bis argu-.
ment against tbe convention without show-
ing signs of fatigue. Senator Quay, exas-
perated by bis failure to secure a date for a
vote OD his Ktat^bood bill, has joined foroes
with Mr. Morgan, aud other disgruntled sena-
tors are contributing more or IBSB to the fill-
buster. The situation Is Btill further empha-
sized by tbe unequivocal announcement of
the President that In case either of the trea-
ties mentioned falls of ratification he will
call the Se&ate in extra session. Unless m
solution of the present difficulty 1B arrived
at at ao early date an extra seBalon of Coa-
g-ess will be necessitated.

In view of the facts above stated, numerous
conferences have been held a&d at this writ-
ing the Republican leaders are hopeful of
elf doting a compromise along the lines of tbe
two Statehood bills with Borne concessions to
Cbe Democrats, suah as a provision for event-
ual separate statehood for Ariz ma and New*
M xlco, when they shall have attained a cer-
tain prescribed population, etc. Tbe Repub-
lican advocates of statehood have agreed to -
this arrangement but the Democrats are yet
to be heard from. The effort la being nude
to secure an agreement to ratify both the
treatlua in return for the statehood compro-
mise.

Aside from appropriation bills passed, the
House has effected little legislation during ~
the past week. Tbe Fowler currency bill is
uoiv under consideration and, while Repre-
sentative Fowler believes it will pass the
House, it may Bafoly be predicted tbat it will
receive no consideration in the Senate. An
earnest tffort will be mode to enact the Aid-
rich bill and that will be all tbe internal our. •
rencr legislation enacted hy this Congress.
The Senate Philippine coinage bill has been
accepted by the Houao Committee w l will
probably be enacted The amendment pro-
viding for an internationalooiamlsslon to de-
vise means for setting a standard for silver
was rejected by the House Committee

Au agreement on tbe Anti-Anarchy bill,
which was left In conference at the close of
last BCBSIOD, has been accomplished. As It
now stands the measure provideB tbe death
penalty for killing the President or bis legal
Buccnsors. An attempt to do BO will merit
hinging or Imprisonment of not less than ten
years. Any one who aids, advises or abeti
such killing ehall be deemed a principal of-
fender. Aoy ooe who advoaatesche killing
of any officer of a civilized government, other
than the United States, shall be flued not
more than (5,000 or imprisoned for not more
than twenty years or both. No person hold-
ing anarchistic views shall become a natura-
lized citizen of tbe United States.

The President, whose capacity for details
seems to be unlimited, brought to the atten-
tion of n(§ Cabinet, at its last meeting, the
delay which has attended tbe couBtrnction «f
naval vessels already authorized and the
deterioration In tbe target practice records
recently returned to tbe Navy Department.
Mr. Roosevelt is an urgent advocate of a
large navy and fa in entire sympathy with
the movement to establish a aystematlo pro-
gramme for its increate. With regard to the

Apol-
IOB was not the kind of person to lelieve a
divine truth and keep etlll about It. " Being

fervent in the spirit, he spake aud taugbt AIM
gently the tilings of the Lord, knowing only
the baptism of John." Tbua we see a man
only partially instructed employing all bi
gifts in preaching tbe baptism ot John, which
was a baptism of repentance and a prepara-
tive for tbe reception of Jesus aa a personal
Saviour. It would almost Roem tbat Apoilos,
up to T-blB time, did not even know that the
Afanfab about whom John bad preached,
ever come. He was preaching repeutanci
and trying to turn the hearts of men to tb
Lord, ae John bad done la liiu mlntBtry in th
wilderness of Judea,

Fortunately, however, there were two lis-
tener* to bia eloquent preaebiug who knew
more of the story. Aqutla and 1'rlscilla 1
Means of the Apostle Jfaul. Thny bad enter-
talutHl him in their borne when tht-y lived In
Corluth, They had labored together not only
in the gospel, but also in the common craft,
that of tent making (Acts 18: 1-3). This goo
man and bis wife took Apollo* ''unto them
and expounded unto him the way of Go
more perfectly," This was tbe natural and
proper course for them to pursue. And i
waa done in eucb a delicate way. There wa
genuine Christian courtesy in the manner In
which they received thia great man aud tnai
aged to impart to him the part of his message
which was lacking. They did not parad
their superior knowledge m public aud hold
op the imperfection of bis preaching as we
tome times aee douB, but they made him a
friend and "took him unto them." There-
•alt was tbat Apoilos gladly learned of hit
bumble teachers and went out from Ephesu
on a missionary tour Into Achaia, bearing
letters of recommendation from thin brethren
In Epbeius. We flnd lu veraeB 3? and 28 tba
nfs ministry accompli a hod two distinct pur-
poses after thii instruction from Aquila and
Friicllla. He waa a great help to tbe disci*
plea scattered abroad, through tbe region em-
braced in bl» travels and be &\noli mightily
convinced the Jews, and that publicly, ebow
Ing by the ecrlpturea tbat Jeeus was Christ.

After tbe departure of Apallos from
EpbeBUB the Apostle Paul came to pay auotbe
vislttothlsimportantcenter(A.ctaI9; 1). H
Immediately naw tbe fruits of Apollo&i
labors. There was a company of dlaclpleB
Ephesus to receive bim. But just here comei
one of the most Important parts of tbts lea,
son. These disciples were only imperfectly
Instructed. There were about a doz?n men
who bad been made to feel their sins and they
had been baptized as a symbol of rep- Dtance,
that Is with John's baptism. Doubtless they
knew through Aquila and Frfscilla and the
preaching of Apolloe, subsequent to bis in-
struction by these teachers, tbat Jesus had
really come. But there waa yet a feature o
the gospel that was needed to make the work
of grace complete In their hurta. Thai
which they needed to know was tbB fact, tha
wfaea Jesus ascended lutn Heaven, he sent
another comforter to take His place and mak«
Bfm real to the hearts of men. These disci-
ple* knew nothing of the Holy Ghost and his
offloe work of regenerating the hearts of
men. Just here lies the absolute necessity of
preaching a full goapel. Jesus Christ can
never be a real saving power in the human
heart except by the Holy Spirit coming Into
tbat heart and making Jesus a living reality
to the Individual. That which is born of tbe
flesh Is flesh. Tbat which la born of the
•plrlt Is spirit" (John 8: 6). Spiritual nature
muit have spiritual birth. JeBtia wrought
the great work of atonement on Cakary.
The Holy Spirit makes this work effectual to
the penitent believing seeker after pardon
More than thti tbe Holy Spirit will bs tbe
constant companion (John 14: 10), teacher
(John 14 ; 10) and source of power for Her vice
(Acts 1; 6) to the Christian, if we only desire
Dls gracious presence enough to seek it and
eleatuK our hearts so tbat they arc fit temples
for Him to dwell In (LCor.C: 19),

The disciples whom Paul foun'd at Ephesus
gladly embraced this truth aud were baptized
" la the name of tbe Lord JCBUV or, In other
words, they received Christian baptism,where
before they had only know tbe baptism of
repentance. Following this Btep of obedience,
Paul laid his hands upon them and they re-
eetved the gtfe of the Holy Ghost, the usui
signs of tbe apostolic days demonstrating the
reality of their great blessing.

In Bucoastrana found vent on Monday wben
tbe one hundred and neventy-nrat anniver-
sary ot tbe birth of tbe " Fattier of hia coun-
try" was observed with fitting ceremony In
tbe Fresb;terlan Church of that village.

BUST WEEK FOR JERSEY LAWMAKERS.

fiiif.n«urp sucrgosjorl by the governor
relative 10 ii'iiii'uiiiK tlie furnishing ot
lir.iuls liy lltlpiuiH enjoining corpora-
tions will ine.et little1 or no opposition.

Itiiilnmil liCtJtlHlatlon.
Some of the pending railrou(l bills re-

ceived uu nirlns before tbe conimltteeB
this week. There wore iinportuut hear-
ings ou tbe "tliree men in a cab" bills,
tlio Colciougu bill empowering common
councils to grant railroad companies
the right (0 use streets and the Halnes
bill authorizing railroads to condemn
property for freight stations and other
purposes within 1,000 feet of tbelr
tracks. This last named bill is thought
to have for its object the laying of a
double track through the streets of
Burlington, and It has provoked harsh
criticism, other municipalities being II-
nblo to Itn prnvinlnno if it passes. TbB
ColciougU bill has created % stir in
ITudson county, where it is claimed the
measure takes away certain preroga-
tives from the mayor. The railroad
commission bill is dead and It Is not
thought likely that tbe Halnes nor the
Coiclough bill will pass. Notwithstand-
ing a strong railroad lobby against the
"three men in a cab" bills, It Is prob-
able that one of them will become a
law, even Uiough it Is modified to pro-
vide that the third man need only be a
pilot and not an experienced engineer.

Tbe New Kormal School.
Tie assembly lias passed the bill to

establish a new normal school in this
state, the locution to be at the option
of the state board of education. Tbe
Hudson men, who were combined with
Mercer's representatives and others to
defeat the Colby bill, threw up their
compact, and this gave the Essex mem
here a sufficient number of votes to
whip the bill through. The Hudsonltes
gave as their reason for this action that
they bad become satisfied that the
southern counties were determined to
defeat nny bill for a new normal school
which did nut locate the Institution In
the lower part of the state, and the;
decided to take their chances with the
state educational board rather than
have no provision at all for an addi-
tional normal school. In opposing tbe
bill Mr. Leavltt of Mercer said he did
not object to the proposition to have
two normal schools in the state, but he
feared that if a- new normal school
should be erected in north Jersey it
would get the lion's Bhare of the ap-
propriations, because north Jersey has
a larger representation in the legisla-
tive body. There were only six votes
against the bill when It came up an
flnal passage.

The senate has passed the bill pro-
viding for the publication of a synopsis
of the laws in the newspapers instead
of in pamphlet form, the vote being 13
to 3, the opposing votes being those of
Cross, Hutcbinson and Mlnch. Messrs.
Hand aud Gebhardt advocated the bill.
The latter said that such a bill would
enable the masses of the people to be-
come familiar with tho sew laws as
they were enacted, and the expense
would be inconsiderable as compared
with the cost of publishing them under
the old system. He declared that com-
paratively few people understood the
pamphlet publication method and few-
er still will take the trouble to write to
Trenton for copies of these pamphlet!,
which serve therefore to belp All op
the collars of the statehouse.

The constitutional amendments Chung-
ing the judicial system of the state by
creating an independent' court of ap-
peals and a new court of pardons have
passed the bouse and will now be sub-
mitted to the vote of the people at a
special election before they go Into ef-
fect :

Senator Brown's Spring Lake annexa-
tion bills went through the house last
week and are now In the bands of the
governor. Another bill tbat was pul-
ed by the.house was Assemblyman Mil-
ler's bill Increasing the. number of com'
mltteemen In townships of over 4,600
population. A measure of wider scope
and which will affect more townships is
a bill presented in the bouse by Mr. Btil-
ter of Passalc and which meets with
tbe approval of the committee and.wlll
probably pass and take • precedence
over the Miller bill. It flies the limit
it 2,600 population.

Kor MOT* CMoa HOBOS,
There was an interesting discussion

In the senate last week, wben the bill
Increasing the appropriation for stone
roads came up for final passage. Mr.
Hatnes briefly explained the provisions
of the bill," stating that It raised the
amount from $160,000 to 1250,000 and
that there was a general demand for a
still further Increase. Mr.' Wakelee
questioned the advisability of advanc-
ing this road appropriation each year
without a more definite idea of where
the money, goes. /Mr. Hudspe'th favored
the bill and said he believed tbe money
well spent that-was expended for
roads. This appropriation .was 70107
of support In preference to some of the
ippruprlatlons sought for the estab-

lishment of hew state institutions. Mr.
l e e agreed with this view and said
that apart for money spent for educa-
tional . purposes there was no wiser
way. In his opinion, to expend tbe
state's money than to improve our
roads. Atlantic county had. been re-
claimed' from a wilderness by means
of good roads. Good roads, he. said,
constitute a worthy monument and a
lasting Investment Mr. Bradley spoke
In tbe same strain and advocated the
bill earnestly. There was Dot a dis-
senting rote to the bill, which passed.

Dana, vice Abram S. Hewitt, deceased,
as commissioners of the Palisades park
commission; Charles W. Parker of-Jer-
sey City, circuit court judge, to succeed
Henry M. Nevltis;George H. Gray of
Essex as judge of court of errors and
appeals, to succeed Gottfried Krueger;
James S. Erwin of Hudson as judge of
the Second district court, Jersey City,
to succeed Judge Parkerj A. B. Hndl-
cott, judge, Atlantic; J. H. P. Abbott,
prosecutor, Atlantic.
