NEWS LETTER FROM WASHINGTON,

SOHTUEHN BECVHITIB8 COMPANT
DECISION A GJIEAT VICTORY.

Republicans to "Stand Tut" on Tariff
I s sue - Iowa Ulaaeter to be Jnvestl-

Under Scalpel-Other Mutton* ot In-
terest .

Washington, D. C, April H, 1903.

There la tbe utmoBt gratification in He-
publican circles ID Washington over tbe
Northern Securities Company decision, which

regarded as not only a great victory for tbe
Attorney-General, but as proving indubita-
bly that the President and his cabioet are
correct in the proposition tbat combinations
of capital, effected either for the restraint of
trade or having ft within their power to pre-
vent competition, can be reached and con-
trolled through tbe courts rather than by any
reduction of the tariff which would inevitably
operate to the advantage of tbe trusts by re-
moving all domestic competition, that is by
destroying the smaller concerns In tbe same
classes of Industry. Tbe haste with which
this decision was reached was due to the BO-

Hed "hurry up'1 law which was dratted by
Attorney-General Knox and enacted by Con-
grese-at the request of tbe Attorney-General
and tbe President. Moreover, as a result of
tbis law, It Is expected that tbe Supreme
Court will give precedence to'tbe case at the
beginning of its fall term, next October, and
;hat a decision will be reached early In tbe
'all. That tbe Supreme Court will confirm
be decision of the lower court is regarded as

foregone conclusion, in view of the fact
tbat tbe four judges who tried the case in tbe
Circuit Court of Appeals were unanimous In
their opinion.

Coming immediately after the announced
purpose of the administration to "Btand pat"
>n the tariff schedules, at least until after
jlection, the Northern Securities decision 1*
egarded as particularly timely, and it la
iredicted by those statesmen in Washington

ho are in touch with the Iowa situation tbat
IIB sounds the death knell of tbe "Iowa

idea." Tbe Iowa B.tuatlon has been the occa-
sion of no little anxiety recently to the Pres-
ident-end bis adv.Bora. Governor Cummins'
learty espousal of the Iowa Idea, the fmme-
llate revision of the tariff, has, it has been
Feared, threatened a rupture In tbe party In
;hat stronghold ot Republicanism and tbe
ipproachlng convention, wbioh will be called
for tbe last of July or tbe first of August,
was looked forward to with apprehension.
Governor Cummins1 control of the State was
appreciated and it was not known whether
he would ioilBt on a tariff revision plank In
the State platform. Now that the correct-
ness of the President's position regarding the
trusts has been demonstrated it is believed
that the Governor, who Is a staunch Repub-
lican, and a protectionist as well, will appro*
elate that the time has not arrived w&en a
revision of the tariff is necessary, and will
e*ek to avoid rather than to precipitate ques-
tions which might occasion a collision of
divergent factions in the convention.

The news of the recent diBanter on the bat-
tleship Iowa has been received at tbe Navy
Department with great concern and It is re-
garded as probable that the Secretary of the
Navy will, on his return to Washington,
order a court of inquiry to investigate the
causes There are grave reflections to be
heard in toner olrcles with regard to the am-
munition in use by the navy and it is possible
that tbis mibjeot will receive particular at-
tention. There have been too many accidents
on ships la tbe past year and officers high In
the Bervice are convinced that there 1B some
underlying cause which requires a prompt
and drastlo remedy.

The Postoffco investigations still continue,
although It ia, in view of tbe reticence of the
officials, difficult to obtain the results. The
Postmaster General is still out of the city
and hiB subordinates say they have positive
orders not to talk. It la known, however,
thatpaople all over the country are taking
advantage of tbe Investigations now. going
on to present evidence which they have evi-
dently supposed would, in the past, have been
unheeded. Tbe latest communication received
ia anonymous but It is so nearly In line with
what has been suspected that it has received
more attention than is ordinarily accorded
an anonynaous communication. It Btates
tbat there has for some time existed a ring
to which it was necessary for employees to
pay tribute In order to Becure promotion.
While tblB ring Is said to have been operated
all over the country, It was in tbe New York
ifficethatit was particularly active and the
lame of a New York employee, claimed to
itve represented the conspirators, Is furnish*
id. ThiB employee is now being investigated"
but his name Is not likely to appear in the
public prints until more definite information
bas been secured because editors fear laying
themselves open to libel suits.

The Secretary of Agriculture, who has
ong been recognized as the leading exponent
3f the theory of teaching the elementary
principles of agriculture in the primary
icbools, particularly those in tbe rural dis-
tricts, has organized a clasB from the District
)[ Columbia Normal School and has placed
at its disposal a small greenhouse for the pur-
pose of experimentation. The class now
numbers nearly one hundred young men and
women and Secretary Wilson often finds time,
notwithstanding his active labors, to go out
ilmsetr and lecture totbe class. This is only

a email beginning, bot it is what the Secre-
tary hopes to ees established In every normal
school in tbe country In the not distant
future.

Some remarkable figures concerning the

To the Editor of the Iron Era :
DESK SIB :—Since reaching Florida I have

I6ited Jacksonville, Bt. Augustine, Daytoua,
Hea Breeze and Melbourne, on the east coat,
and Falatka, Crescent City, Francis, Inter-
lacben, Hawthorne and Bilver Springs, ID the
interior. Silver Springs Is the head of the
lOted Ockbawaba river. The water bolls up
ritbin a space not more-than ten or twelve
rods square—through four or five different
openings, in sufficient quantity to form a
stream, from the vpry start, large enough to
float the river -Btearncr elghty-elx feet long
and twenty feet w.idf», witb nftfceu paateORerB,

> the crew and attendants on the boat.
Bo the river is navigable plumb up to its very
head. A llttlo row boat cau go no farther up
than tbe above mentioned steamer.' Tbe two
largest springs are called "Jacob's Well" and
" Ladies' Parlor." They are eighty live feet
deep and tbe water is so dear that a five ceut
piece of a grain ot curu uau be seen as It
descends all the way to the bottom. The
water remains thuB olear for about ten railen
down Btream, until it forms a junutlun with
another branch of tbB river, wblch fs highly
oolored by decaying leaves, logs and vegeta-
tion iu tbe swamps, along its shores.

The steamer Matamora, on which I took
the Interesting trip up th9 O^lriawaha, was
suddenly sunk jnet one week from tbe day I
was on ber, In making a quick turu In one of
;be short bends Ip the river. Tno lives wer

lost aud several passengers narrowly escaped
being drowned, as the accident happened at
8:80 o'clock In the morning, when the people
were asleep in their rooms and the doors
looked.

In going from Falatka to" Crescent City, a
dlBtanca of twenty-five miles by.boat, 1 trav-
eled the whole length of i "Dunn's Creek (nine
mile*), which connects 8t. John's River with
Crescent Lake. This is another tcrtuous
river with wild wenery, typical of Florida,
with not a home dr a olearlng to be seen
along Us whole length. It was in this creek
that the boat that was built for Mason, and
SlldeH to eaafipi to Kogland in daring the
olvil war was sunk. They were unable to
run the blockade with their vessel and bad
seoreted It in a wlldernea*. cove in a narrow
bend in this river. But as tbe Union troops
oaine up tbe St. John's Rtver, within a few
miles of fr, In order to keep the beat from
railing Into the hauls of the Federals', they
hired a man by the name of Henry Clemens
to sink it, for which they paid bira *50 in
Confederate money. I have met tbla Mr.
Clemens several times and he gave me very
Interesting details of hiB slnklog of tbe ves-
sel wblch have never been publtshed.'

Daytona, Including Sea Breese, which is
juBt across .the Indian river, on the ocean
beach, with a summer population of 1,600,
and a wiuter population of about .8,000, has
forty-five hotels and boarding nouses with
any number of " rooms to let" in private
houses and cottages. IG is 110 miles south of
Jacksonville and Is the largest and finest
place aod moat popular resort for Northern
tourists between St. Auguattue and Palm
Beach. Rldgewood avenue, the principal
street for residences, Is beautifully grand
beyond description In natural and ornamental
scenery. I was at Sea Breeze at the time of
the great automobile races, - but did not gee
any of them on account of a misunderstand-
ing aB to where they were to take, piaoe., Sea
Breeze bas the finest bead/ for driving, >u(o'-
moblllng and bicycle riding on tbe~ whole
Atlantic coaBt/ •'• '•' ' . • '• '•• "̂

St. Augustine, the oldest city In the United
States, with Its historic points and modern
improvements, is perhaps tbe most I nter&st
lug place to visit In Florida. . Its one Plaza,
in which is the building pointed.out as tbe
" Old Slave Market;" the sea wall, a mile
long to preTuat'tae river and-tide from over
Sowing the city, the old Spanish fort, the
gates of tbe walled city, the oldest house In
tbe United States which was occupied by the
Honks of St. Francli from 16(15 to 1600, and
the Huguenot and Spanish cemeteries "are
some of the old things to be seen ; while ol
the" modern buildings tbe grandest of all ie
tbe Ponce de:ljeon Hotel,' which occupies a
whote block of about six acres, wbild tbe
building itself, with Its courts, oovers about
half that ground. This hotel cost $8,000,000,
The chain and sofas -in the parlors: were
recently-upholstered at a cost of 110,000.
There are many fine/buildings, door yards,
lawns aud gardens with immense foliage of
palmettos*, palms, China berries, oranges
and otber southern trees, shrubs, vines,' fruits
and flowers. __

Before the hard freese, about eight years
ago, Florida produced about 0,000,000 boxes
or oranges, and' California 1,000,000 boxes.
Tbe .figures are now reversed, California
producing six million and Florida one mil
lion boxes, bnt Florida bids fair to greatly
Increase her output next year, and, with no
unforseen backset, to rapidly advance in
years to come. ' . • . . .

We have already had young potatoes, let-
tuce, green peas and strawberry shortcake
from gardens where I have been stopping,
leave Jacksonville next Monday and expecl
to be In Dover the latter part'of uext week.

Tb« Great Reformer u d BrUllaat
Obamplon of Her Bex. _

A wonderful old lady 1B that great
reformer and brilliant champion of her
•ex, Miss SOBOH Brownell Anthony.
Born at South Adams, Mass., In 1820,
this girl of QuaV.er parentage was
early taught the Importance of cour-
age, self reliance and of thinking and
acting for oneself. Indeed courage has
always been her strongest characteris-
tic. ~M1BS Anthony's early education
was obtained from a school supported
toy her father for his own children and
those of the neighborhood and later at
a Quaker boarding school In West PhD-
adelphia. At about this time her tarn-

Tjjy moved to Battenvllle, N. Y. She
began, teaching at the early age of
fifteen, though this was unnecessary

at the time. When she was about
eighteen years old, however, her fa-
ther, a cotton manufacturer of consid-
erable wealth, lost every penny of hlB
fortune. Tbe teaclilrig had to be con-
tinued, and It was twelve years later
before Miss Anthony gave up this line
Of work for the one which has made
ber so well known all over tbe world.
Bhe was teaching away from home
when the first, woman's rights .conven-
tion was called at Rochester Later
jhe became Interested In Its cause ana
has ever since been Us most ardent
supporter. In 1853, sbe aided in or-
ganising the first State Woman's Tem-
perance society (New York). Sbe be-
came active during the civil war In

MAGIC SOAP BUBBLES.

Ton May .Make Them Round, Cylin-
drical or Cube Shaped.

Blowing soap bubbles, aa It Is ordi-
narily done, (s a very pretty amuse-
ment, but it becomes more than pretty
If you go about It in a semiscientlflc

The first thing to do Is to prepare
good material, for you want the bub-

s' to be strong enough to last a
good while, so that yon may do the
things with them which will presently
be described, Make a strong solution
of white castlle soap in tepid water,
and then run the water through a filter
so as to get clear, of the uodissolved
particles of soap. To the liquid thus
strained off add glycerin In the propor-
tion of two parts to three parts of the
soap water. Shake the mixture well,
and set It aside for a little while, when
A Urn will form on tbe surface. Skim
off the film; and pour the liquid Into an-
other Teasel.
