By
it one can give tlio homo those refined,
artistic effects only possible before
where, one could employ mural paint-
ers.

Morr i s County a u d tUtt Tro l l ey .
From the Newark Evening News.

For three years or more Morris county baa
been threatened with on Invasion by the
trolley, but so far the plans of numerous pro-
moters of traction lines to tap that rich sec-
tion of country buvo failed for vnrinna roa
sons. The move made by the Morris County
Traction Company at Dover this week In
applying, through its attorney, for a fran-
chise, Is an indication that the men connected
with that corporation have not been entirely
discouraged by tbe rebuffs tbey have met in
the past. Tbe plan ot tbe traction company,
as outlined in a tentative way by its repre-
sentatives, Is to build and operate a line from
MorrlBtown to Lake Hopatcong and to event-
ually extend lta tracks eastward to conneot
with the cars of the Public Service Corpora-
tion.

There is an element in certain psrts of tbe
county that objects to the building of trolley
lines there under any considerations, but the
majority of the residents of the county are
anxious for such rapid transit service, and
many of the latter are not particular as to
the terms secured so long as the convstiienoe
Is secured. There Is no doubt but that the
trolley would be of groat benefit to Mori-la
county residents generally, and that there is
little fear that Its presence there would drive
out tbe wealthy commuter class so numerous
in the vicinity of Morristown and Madison.
But the people of Dover, or of any section of
the county, would make "a grievous mistake
should they permit the granting of a fran-
chise to the Morris County Traction Com-
pany, or any other Bimllar organization, with-
out properly safeguarding the rights and in-
terests of the public.

When the principal backer of the company
seeking the franchise st this time was asked
some months ago what his company would
give (or the privilege of butldlng and oper-
ating its road, he replied with profane em-
phasis, " Not one cent." The demand of tbe
company Is practically that It be given an
unlimited and unlnouobered franchise, and
that it be trusted to make concessions
to the public at some future time when the
corporation can afford to do so. It caii safe-
ly be said, however, that if a franchise Is
granted on such termt, the people of Dover
and Morris county will never be able to gain
a concession from the company. If they are
convinced that tbey have rights that must
be respected ultimately by the corporation
they must inBist on those rights being defi-
nitely recognized now. That is a lesson that
many other communities have learned to
their sorrow, and Dover and Morris county
should not fall to profit by the experience of
others.

Washington, D. C , June 89,1903.

Postmaster General Fayne has no Intention
of resigning from the Cabinet in the immedi-
ate future. This statement was made to
your correspondent by tbe Postmaster Gen-
eral hlnmelf when his attention was called to
tbe fact that numerous reports had been sent
out from Washington to the effect that, ow-
ing to his poor health, the criticism of the
public press, etc., he would offer his resigna-
tion almoBt Immediately. It la leaned,
moreover, that in making plans for the com-
ing summer, which was done at the last Cab-
inet meeting before the President left for
Oyster Bay, the presence of Mr. Fayne in
Washington for at least a month more and
his permanent retention ot his present place
was counted on. Senator Hanou, who spent
Friday in Washington, said before leaving
that tbat there was no truth In the statement
telegraphed from Cleveland that he bad come
to Washington to confer with the President
regarding Mr. Payne's probable resignation
and tbat In so far as be knew Mr, Fayne had
no such intention.

Senator Banna said that his chief purpose
in coming to Washington was to confer with
Secretary Sbaw with regard to the new post-
office building at Cleveland. Asked if he dis-
cussed with Mr. Roosevelt the chairmanship
of the Republican National Committee, Mr.
Hanna said tbat be had ao knowledge of bis
own intention to resign that position, which
is taken to mean that Mr. Hanna hat agreed
to retain that arduous position. Senator
Hanna lunched at tbe White House tbe day '
be was in Washington, other guests present
being Sir Thomas Llpton and George W. _j
Perkins, tbe partner of J. Flerpont Morgan.
After lunobeon Messrs. Hanna and Perkins
bad a long conference with the President re-
garding the proposed ilnanoial legislation
which is being considered by Senator Aid-
rich's Bab-committee. It is understood that
Mr. Perkins presented to the two statesman
the Wall street view of remedies which
should be applied to the finanoial system. As .
it was through tbe Influence of Mr. Perkins
that tbe disclosures of irregularities in tbo
FostolScs Department, which were being
made in a Washington newspaper lost Decem-
ber, w e n huBhed up, bis presence at the
White House gave rise to all kinds of specu-
lation.

Tbe most important developments in the
postofflce Investigation during the past week
have been the, indiotmenti of Edwin W.
Drlggs and J. V. Miller, the former an tx-
member of Congress. It appears that while
a member of Congress, Drlggs aooepUd
«l,250 for services in securing the adoption
by the postofflce department of an automatic
change making machine and that Miller paid
the amount to him. This is a statutory of-
fense and punishable with floe andJmprison-
ment. It baB long been suspected that Qeorgtt
W. Beavers was mixed up in the same tnuuv
action but that bos not' yet been proven,
Ex-Postmaster General Smith has issued a
lengthy statement regarding the Tulioch
charges in which be attempts to prove ool-
lUBion between Tulloob and Inspector Smith,
whose rtport made so Important a Dart of
he Bristow reply. Mr. Smith's ground for

charging collusion is that both Tulioch and
Inspector Smith used, in many instances,
Identical phraseology, but that is explained
at the postofflce department by the statement
that both the Tulioch oharies and the Smith
report were based on a letter ct Comptroller
of the Treasury Tracewell and that the
phraseology referred to ww,in both Instances,
borrowed from him.

Republicans in Washington are greatly
delighted at what they regard as an exhibi-
tion of exceptionably able leadership on the
part of Senator Spooner, who, on bis recent
visit to Wisconsin, obtained from Representa-
tive Babcock a pledge not to enter the lists
in the • Senatorial contest next winter and
who successfully launched the "get together"
movement In the State. Mr. Babcock's with-
drawal from the Senatorial race ensures the
re-election of Senator Quailes and make* for
party harmony. Whatever may be Gover-
nor LaFolletto'8 position in Ills own State,
Washington Republicans have been led to
believe tbat he is a disturbing e lemnt and
that BUCCMB ot the party depends on his
elimination as a factor la tbe politics of the
State. ' Governor LaFollette on the other
hand is reported to be Intent on the defeat of
Postmaster General Fayne In the contest for
membership on tbe National Committee and
is reported to be bending every energy in
that direction.

Throughout the past week considerable
Interest haB been manifested here in the plat-
form to be and afterwards adopted by the
IowaT Democrats. Now that the platform
has been adopted Republican sentiment takes
two forcuB, On tbe onB band gratification, is
expressed tbat tho Democrats have repudt.
ated Colonel Bryan and his Iti to 1 heresy;
on tbe other It is remarked tbat the Demo-
crats with a common sense platform will not
be as easy to beat as they would were they to
remain loyal to tbe Chicago and Kansas City
platforms. This does not mean, however,
that tbat there is the slightest apprehension
regarding tho election of next year, as even
tbe Democrats themselves, at least the bear"

"Israoi" AHIIIIIK iov a King,*' 1 Sam.
8 : j-lO-IJy llev. M. T. Sliolford.

Samuel was tlio greatest judge tbat Israel
had during the days when tbe judges ruled.
But now he was an old man, probably about
seventy years of age, and his power was
beginning to wane. He was not like the other
judgee had been. Hia hold upon tho people
had been the result of hia piety and prophetic
instinct rather than his ability as military
leader. A word or two of the history of
Israel will help to make plain tbe situation.
They had never been governed by kings aa
other nations were governed. Moaes led
them out of Egypt and was tbe recognized
leader until his death. But he was in no
sense a king. There was no king but God.
Moses was simply bis appointed leader and
faw giver. Joshua succeeded Moses in this
peculiar office and led the Israelites Into their
r-ounlry which God had promised to Abra
bam. When Joahua died there ceased to be
any recognized national head to the govern-
ment. Each tribe was more or less indepen-
dent, very much aa we might imagine our
States to be if there WOB no central govern-
ment at Washing ton, only in thfa instance
there was little genuine authority In tbe iti-
divldual tribes. Tbey lacked leaders. When
enemies invaded tbe land the different tribea
acted together more or less harmoniously, ac-
cording to tbe seriousness of tbe trouble or
ability of tbe chosen leaders. Tbe tard
raised up at various timoa such men as
Gideon, Jeptbab anil Sameon, who led them
successfully in their wars with tbelr enemies,
and these men always acted aa a kind of
leader during the remainder of their lives.
They were called judges because they acted
in this capacity more largely than in any
other. But as already stated Bamuel did not
come to be judge by reason of his military
achievements hut because he was a genuine
propbet, wuom God Bent in tbe dark days
when some voice waa needed to speak God's
message to His poople. Bamuel was supposed
to judge the whole land, but the fnflrmities of
old age finaly caused, him to abandon bis
visits to distant places, and narrowed his
sphere to a small circuit in tbe vicinity of
Itninub, In the centre of the land. He
deputized his sons to take charge of more
distant cities and their misrule gave a good
excuse for tbe revolutionary demand which
we find in this lesson.

A strong deputation of the elders of Israel
came to Samuel at Ramah and made com-
plaint against Samuol's sons and asked Bam
uel to " make us a king tu judge ua like all
tbe nations." Their grievance was real
Though Samuel was a good man and there
Is no hint that he was In any way to blame
for It, hia sons were bad men, Tbey could
be bribed Into a decision of a caw, and there
was no justice under their rule. It seems
quite the fashion now-adays to excuse Bin
oo tbe ground of heredity and environment,
but there is no such excuao for Mamuel'a
sons. Good men do often have bad sons,
and bad men often develop In good surround
ings. It Is tbe outcome of depraved human
nature and tlio blame cannot be fixed on any
one but tbe Binner. There can bs no doubt
about the evil tendency of some families and
the powerful Influence of bad surroundings,
bub these things are not all that must be
taken into account in character study.

AB we might naturally expect Samuel was
displeased. The natural love of a father for
hia aons would not take kindly to ft demand
for so- radical a change in government, based
on such a charge aa this. But Samuel was
wise. He prayed unto the Lord. It la not
always safe to talk to men until we bav<
talked with God. This is especially trne
when we are grieved and oftendod. The

, result of his prayer may bave been a surprise
to even Samuel himself, Tbe nation that
bad been so long a Theocracy was now to be-
come a Kingdom. God told Bamuel to grant
them their request but first to warn them of
the results. This was faithfully done. The
oppression of an oriental kingdom waa pic-
tured to th9 peoplo but they still desired
king and BO God gave them a king as wi
shall eee In our next leesou.

They had rejected God (v. 7). They i
not content tbat He should be king. They
wanted a visible king and the show and splen-
dor of a temporal kingdom. They could not
trust God to give them leaders as in the past,
they wanted a king and natural Buccenlon to
tbe throne. They were punished by being

^allowed to have their own way. Their first
and second kings, Saul and David, were God
given, as bad been tbelr other leaden, and
both were annolnted by Bamuel tbe prophet.
The reign of tbeae blnga was not what Icrael
may bave desired, but; no great oppression
was felt because of the establishment of the
monarchy. But when Solomon came to the
throne the people began to feel the burden of
sustaining an oriental court. And it seemed
as each succeeding king came to the throne
that matters went from bad to worse and
the national strength and unity they longed
for was lost and finally the people who had
been preserved under tbe Theocracy In spite
of tbeir weaknesses, went into captivity and
bondage under the rule of their ktogB,
