^Former Town Attorney James H Neigh
bour, attorney for the Byrara COVB Land
Company, which' is capitalized at 1100,000
and has invested 1173,000 in laud and im
provemonts in tbB vicinity of tbe River Styx
at Lake Hopatcung, liu pieseiitail to tho
Morris Canal Commission a brief in opposi-
tion to the abandonment of the canal After
detailing the advantages of Lake Hopatcong
as a summer resort and dlficufiafag the vast
amount of money which','property, owners
have expended Iu beautifying thetrJaodB,
building docks, wharves, bridges,' etc . Mr
Neighbour argues on follows

'The value of the lots depends upon
the proximlt , enjoymont and freo ac-
cess to any person upon the waters of
the lake in fact, all prices hereto-
fore realized have bien regulated b
these conclitlonB The company still
owns, and hus in the market for Bile,
about 20,000 lineal feet of lake front-
age alone The stockholders are all
citizens of New Jersey ana have In-
vested their money, devoted their time
'and labor In anticipation of the profit
now within their reach It undisturbed

"This has all been done, relying upon
the fact that the State has chartered
the Morris Canal and Bunking Com-
pany as a permanent body, for using
the waters of the lake for the pur-
poses of Its canal and not for any
other purpose and the publlo espe-
cially owners of lands adjacent to the
lake, have acquired certain rights as
riparlun owners, such as boating, fish-
ing, dockage, bathing, cutting Ice,
etc These rights have been used in
an open manner, with the knowledge
of the canal company and its lessees
and have nevSr been objected to or
questioned by the canal compaiyi In
fact, by Its silence it has acquiesced in
all these expenditures, Improvements
and UBCS f

"Now a foreign corporation, as the
lessee of the Morris Canal, asks legls-
latUe authority to effect an abandon-
ment of the canal ah&rter and a" sur-
render of all obligations to operate
tbe canal The concurrent resolution
which authorizes your honorable body
to consider these matters ^presents It-
self, to my mind as a very skilfully
prepared schedule of questions which
may lead you to overtook the true
nature and Irnportanoe of the Inter-
ests I have endeavored to present on
the part of the land compauy and Its
many grantees

JTo my mind the spirit and Intent
of the resolution is to do away with
the canal for navigation and convert
Lak̂ e Hopatcong Into a reservoir for
potable waters to be protected by tho
laws of the State applicable to such
cases, nnd further to eventually "per-
mit tho said canal company or Its
lesees to retain OF dispose of J-he said
lak*> as such reservoir, at an enormous
profit, as a water supply of municipali-
ties, But X trust that If In examining
the question Involved, yqu should find
that the property., and franchisee of
the oanal company should, not be re-
tained, but sold, C 3 > I H otfhslder tile
right of the compan/ owning the land
adjacent to the lake and the depreci-
ated value of iUoh lands by- reason of
tbe canal being abandoned and the
lake being converted Into a water sup-
ply reservoir.

"The more abandonment of the canal
as a navigable highway may not serl-
ouBly affeut the value of the lands still
held by the said company, but if your
nUdlngr should transform the lake into
a reservoir for potable .. waters, its
freedom for boating, fishing, ice and
other interests and enjoyments would
be taken awa and lost to the owners
ot the property adjacent thereto, and
such a loss would work a great depre-
ciation in the salable value of all the
lands stlU owned by the Byram-Cove
Land Compan ^ k

"In conclusion, I begr to suggest that
no legislation should be enacted! per-
mitting the abandonment of naviga-
tion upon the Morris Canal Tbe canal
company or Its IOBBOOB can accomplish
that result by Its own-act, by surren-
der, and all parties would be protect-
ed without legislation -

' The Legislature has no Ifconstltu-
tlonal power to do anything that will
enable the canal company to dispose
of its chartered rights for any other

PANAMA QUESTION.

Chinese Commercial Treaty Eatlfled
—Friars' Lauds Question Solyed—
Brlstow's Report to be Made Pnbllo
—Cuba Reciprocity Bill Blirned-
Wood's Promotion to be Voted on
On January 4.

Washington, D. c , Dec. 21. 190J,

The Chinese Commercial Treaty wa*
ratified by the Senate with opposition.
Mr. Nelson, of Minnesota, criticised It
tor not giving tha United States »uffl-
cient concessions in the way of open
ports and placed the blame (or thlB on
Russia, whose attitude In Manchuria
might, he said, lead to trouble with
this country. Other Senators agreed
with Mr. NelBon, hut it was argued
that the treaty was the best China
could give under the circumstances.
Senator Lodge urged that It be ratified
immediately, as such action was held
by the State Department to be essen-
tial, He added that the ratification of
the treaty would have a good edect
in the settlement of tha far Eastern
Question.

* • « -
By a bitter attack upon the Admin-

latratlon, which reminded one of the
days when he hailed Agulnaldo as a
second George Washington, Senator
Hoar caused a sharp party debate on
the Panama question. The Senator
read- his speech from a carefuly pre-
parBd manuscript, and this fact made
his violent statements all the more
remarkable* Tho following citation
gives an Idea of the character of his
speech: "I want to know—and I think
the American people want to know,
and have a right to know—whether
this mighty policeman, Instructed to
keep the peace on that Isthmus, see-
ing a man about to attack another. •
before he had struck his blow, mana-
cled 'the arms of the attacked so that
he could not defend himself, leaving
the assailant free, and then Instantly
proceeded to secufe from the assail-
ant the pocketbook of the victim on
the ground that he waa tie de facto
owner." This speech caused delight
among the Democrats, -who would like
to attack the Administration, but many
of whom fear that opposition to the
treaty, would prove a boomerang to
the party. Mr. Bailey congratulated
the Massachusetts Senator on being
with the Democrats on tha question,,
and Mr. Gorman aided In the attack
on the Administration by calling the
President a second Napoleon. "A seo-
ond Napoleon Indeedl Has it come to
this that the United Statesmust have
a Napoleon to shape Its destinies and
to distort the Presidential office from
ita proper function." Senator Pora-
ker made a serious, able and digni-
fied reply to these oratorical attacks
on the President. His remarks much
annoyed Senator Boar, who then at-
tempted to tone down his written.
speech before it went Into the Con-
gressional Reoord. Mr. Foraker de-
manded of Senator Hoar what right
he had to call upon the President to
prove that he had spoken the truth
In his message to Congress.

Congress has now adjourned nntll
after the holidays, when further da-
bate on tljjj Panama question la ex-
pected. There Is no doubt that tha
treaty will be ratified.

By reaching an agreement by which
the land of the Philippine friars can
he purchased by our government, Gov-
ernor Taft has solved one of the most
irritating problems in the Island. The
terms of the agreement are that all
tho land of the friars shall be bought
by the United States for 17.260,000.
The Pope's approval of the agreement
has been obtained and that ot tha
War Department is naw awaited. Tha
friars first asked 116,000,000. As tha
money for the purchase ot the lands
will not be paid by the people of tha
united States and as ths purchase will
meet the general approval of the na-
tives, President Roosevelt and Secre-
tary Boot will no doubt ratify the ac-
tion of Governor Taft.
