DEATH OF HUDSON HOAGLAND.
A NOTABLE CAREER OF COMMERCIAL AND

FINANCIAL SUCCESS ENDED.

LEGISLWORB AND ITS WORK.

Hudton Hoagland died early Saturday

morning. News of bis death was received

0 this place Saturday noon. At the time of

our going to press last Friday he wis in such

a critical condition that the message was

received with little surprlw. For he had

been ill in his apartments at tbe Bhermau

Square Hotel, Broadway and Seventy-flnt

street, New York cily, for several weeks and,

tho hit alternate rallyings gave repeated

hopes of his recovery, it became evident

durirg the last days of the week that, in all

probability, bis end was near. Tbe cause of

his death was diabetes.

His funeral was held in the Brick Presby-

terian Church, Fifth avenue and Thirty-

seventh street, Tuesday morning at 10:80, a

notable gathering of prominent New York

bankers being present to do honor to his

memory. Interment was made at Woodlawn.

drawn up by Paul G. Bottlcher, of Newark,
N. J., aBpecfal m«et!ng of tbe elders, trustees,
'and deacons, and others, was held April 5,
1899, and the munificent offer made to these
gentlemen, »bo accepted it in behalf of tbe
corgre^atiou. A committee of tbrea, con-
sisting of George Richards, Frederick H
Beach and Edwin J Kws, was appointed to
carry Mr. Hoagland's plans and wisheB
through to completion. The work on the new
edifice was bpgun June of the same year.
The cornerstone was laid with fitting cere-
mony September 17 following. January 3,
1901, the noble building was dedicated and
formally presented by the donor to tbe con-
gregation whose home It was hereafter to be.
It 80'n becsme well-known as one of the
handsomest structures of ite kind in the
Btate. Uany people nave been attrao'ed to
tbla town for the sake of inspecting it, and
not a few have made its beauty of structure
and arrangement of the latest Improvements
a matter of earnest study. There is no doubt
that it will for a long time have a great

HUDSON HOAGLAND.

Life ol Hudson HOBBIBIHI. •
Hudson Hoogland was the son of Peter O.

Hoagland and his wire, Elisabeth Alger, of
Rockaway, N. J., and was born in Dover,
March 6,1820. HIB birth-place was the Park
Tavern, an inn famous in the early days of
laBt century* for ita hospitality and fashlon-
ible assemblages. It may be of interest to

know that this tavern stood at that time in
the plot of ground that was later known as
UcFarlan's Park, on almost the exact spot
where tbe Hoagland Memorial Church has
been erected.

Peter Gordon Hoagland, his father, died
when he was five years old. At the age of
sixteen he' became a clerk in the general
merchandise store of John M. Lossy, whose
partner he waa to be some time later. .In
1855 be went to New York, and entered the
commission grocery business with Charles
Sheppard. Some yean afterwards this part-
nership waa dissolved and another formed
with William A. Bigelow, who was later his
brother-in-law, with whom he built up a
well-known boot and shoe establishment
Thii was afterwards continued under tie
name of Hoagland, Dabois & UcGovern. In
1U72 he retired ..from this Jlrm and became a
banker, remaining such until his death. He
was long identified with the banking intere>ts
of Dover, having been a director of the
National Union Bank of Dover during tbe
sarly history of that institution, and later its
vice president, succeeding to the presidency
at the death of George Richards. His name
has been well-known in New York for many
years. The succepsful administration of his
business during the earlierdaysof his career in
New York won for him a prominent place In
the mercantile world of that city, and after
tils concentration of Interest upon banking be
became one of tho foromo.t New York
bankers, where he was known and honored
as > financier of conservatism and wisdom,
as was attested by the fact tbat many of the
largest banks in tbe metropolis placed him
upon their official boards. At the time of his
death he was president of the National Union
Bank of Dover, a director of the Hanover
National Bank of New York, New York
National Exchange Bsnt, and Colonial
National Bank of New York, and a trustee of
the New York Security and Trust Company.

Mr Hoagland was married to Miss Martha
D. Bigelow, daughter of William A Bigelow,
of Springfield, N. Y., Juno 30, 18S8. Mrs.
Hosgland died January 5, 18'J7. It was to
her memory that he erected the beautiful
H<iaK>asd Memorial Church on West Black-
well street

CBDR0H.

Tbe history of the Memorial Church dates
from tue suggestion made to Mr Hoagland
tbat tbs erection of a new home for the con-
gregation of tbe Presbyterian Church would
be a lasting honor to himself and to tbe town.
The idea was BO far formulated durioir thB
aarly months of 18UU that, plans having been

Influence on church architecture in this State.
Mr. Hoagland' remained to the last pecu-

liarly loyal to the town of his birth. During
the past few years, owt"g in part to the
building of the church, and in part to business
duties, he has been a well-known figure upon
onr streets'. Our town lofes In him a stanch
friend and a native who took n-> little Interest
In the growth of tbe' village of Dover to one
of the most important townB In New Jersey.

THE FUHSRAL.

The funeral of Hudson Hoagland was held
In the Brick Presbyterian Church, Fifth
avenue and Thirty-seventh street, New York
city, Tuesday morning at 10:80. At 10:15 the
hearse containing the body, followed by a
number of carriages with members of the
family and a number of friends, left the
Sherman Square Hotel and proceeded to the
Brick Presbyterian Church, where the hono-
ary pallbearers awaited them, and preceded
the coffin as it was carried down tbe aisle, the
members of the family following. The pall-
bearers were C. R. Mulligan, vice president
of the National Union Bank of Dover, James
Stlllman, president of the City National
-Bank, James T. Woodward, president of the
Hanover National Bank, Alexander Walker,
president of the Colonial Trust Company,
William O Duncan, preldent' of the Green-
wich National Bank, Lewis E. Flerson, presi-
dent of the National Exchange Bank, John

A. McCall, president of the New York Life
insurance Company, Frederick H. Beach and
Mr. Ferry, friends of Mr. Hoagland, Edwin
J Rosa, representing Hoagland Memorial
Church, George Leatk, of George Leask &
Company, and Dr. William P Honan, doctor
of Mr. Hoagland. The committee represent-
ing the Hoagland Memorial Church, who
were present«t the funeral, included the fol-
lowing officers: Dr. I. W. Condlct, James

B. Neighbour, Stephen H. Berry, Russell
Lynd, Edwin J. Ross, H. H. King, and
Edward W. Btlllwell. Among the floral
tributes tbat were arranged around the coffin
was a beautiful wreath of leaves, white rosei,
and violets, which had been sent as a mark 0
respect by the official board of the Memorial
Presbyterian Church.

Bev. Dr. W. B, Richards, pastor of ihn
Brick Presbyterian Church, and Rev. W. W
Halloway, pastor of the fioagland Memorial
Church, officiated. The service was simple
and brief. A prayer was offered by Dr.
Richards, after which be read a selection of
scriptural passages; wben he bad finished tbe
church choir sanr, witb effectiveness, aver-
sion of "Lead Thou Me On." After Dr.
Halloway had offered prayer and " Peace,
Perfect Peace" had been rendered by the
choir the benediction was pronounced by Dr.
Ricbards. Tbe pallbearers again formed in
line and escorted thebodytotbeh'arse. The
funeral eorlege then proceeded to Woodlawn,
where the interment was made.

rAsx BILLS isritou UCED

State Hoard oJ 'r«x»iun Nominated—
Anti-Cigarette 1)111 \Vltbdrawn-8blp
Cauul Beporttid-Auotber Amttiifl-
meut to Dame Luw 8-Salaries lor
County Offlcers-lllllB Tunned.

[Special Correspondence.]
Trenton, Feb. 4.—One hundred and

eighty-four bills Introduced and six
bills passed is the record of tbe legisla-
ture thus far. Several bills have been
already reported twm committees in
both houses.

This does not of course indicate the
full extent of tbe work tbat bus been
done. A small part of the work In-
volved Is the actuul passing of bills. A
bill is presumed to be carefully rend
and to be fully considered from all
standpoints. Mot only does tills In-
clude an ascertainment of its objects,
but au Investigation as to tbe effect
upon existing conditions. Then, too,
most legislators want to learn some-
thing' about public sentiment, particu-
larly iu their own locullty, concerning
tbe bills already presented. The real
harm generally comes iu tuost Instances
In putting through a bill not Introduced
until eo late in tlio si-ssiou tbat It does
not always get tue public scrutiny its
importance calls Cor.

Tbe following nominations have been
submitted by tbe governor to the sen-
ate as tbose who are to compose the
state board of taxation: Cbarles 0.
Black, Jersey City; Carl Letz, Newark;
Joseph Thompson, Atlantic City, and
Henry T. West, Gloucester City. Tbey
are named for tbe full term of live
years. The nomination of Supreme
Court Justice Bennett Vansyckel lias
been confirmed by tlie senate.

Anllclcarelle Bill Withdrawn,
Assemblyman Roberts of Cauiden baa

withdrawn his autlcigarelte bill. He
was Informed by Governor Murphy
tbat the measure would not meet witb
tne executive's approval In its present
form. The governor vetoed a similar
bill last winter. On Monday night Hr.
Roberts presented another anticigarctte
bill, fixing fourteen years ns tbe age
under which no person can purchase
cigarettes. Any one convicted of sell-
Ing to a person under fourteen Is liable
to a fifty dollar fine or tliree months in
jail or both.

Senator Cross of Union, lender of the
majority, presented a resolution, wbich
wag adopted, fixing Tuesday, Feb. 10,
as tbe date for a joint meeting to elect
a state director of railroads and canals
and commissioners of deeds.

A joint resolution wns offered by
Senator Jackson of Middlesex and
adopted providing for tbe appointment
of a commission consisting of tbe pres-
ident of the senate, speaker of the
house and adjutant general with power
to purchase portraits in oil of the gov-
ernor and all ex-governors not now
provided for and have the same appro-
priately framed. The total cost of each
la not to exceed $1,000 and to be paid
out of money not otherwise appro-
priated upon the approval of the com-
mission.

Ship Canal BUI HeKOTted.
Senator Shinn's resolution urging the

New Jersey representatives in congress
to secure an appropriation for a ship
canal from Manaquan inlet to Bay
Bead was reported by tbe committee
«n railroads and canalB.

Senator Bacheller of Essex bas In-
troduced two bills of more than ordi-
nary Importance. One provides for
abolition of grade crossings In first
class cltleB, and the other authorizes
first class cities to Issue permanent
bonds on account of storage reservoir
construction.

Senator MInch of Cumberland has
received many protests against the
bills providing for the killing of robins
and similar birds, in which some of
the people of tbe state seem eager to
engage.

Assemblyman De Lazier of Fassalc
has put in a bill which creates the
office of state inspector of waterways.
The bill provides that tbe Inspector Is
to be appointed by the governor and
confirmed by the senate, and he is to
serve a term of three years at a salary
of $3,000 a year and $1,000 for clerical
aid. The duties of tbe inspector are
to Inspect nil dams, breakwaters and
sluiceways and to require that tbey be
made safe.

Governor Murpny on Monday night
sent to the legislature the report of the
recently appointed commission for the
Investigation of tenement house condi-
tions in this state. The governor in
his accompanying message urged the
enactment of such legislation as the
commission recommended, stating that
tbe investigation of tenement house
conditions In this state had come none}
too soon.

Congressman Landis, of
Tndlnna, who In his paper has often
called President Roosevelt a "sham re-
former," now says he has changed his
mind and that ho will be nominated
"with the record of his administration
for hlB platform."

House and Informed the President
that Idaho Indorses his admlnstratlon.
Senator Cullom says there Is nothlner
but Roosevelt sentiment in Illinois
among the Republicans.

The flrst Bpeech from the Demo-
cratic side ot the Senate In favor of
ratifying the Panama treaty wa« made
on the 27th Inst. by Senator Simmons,
of North Carolina.

From the minutes of the' meeting
held in April, nineteen hundred and
three, It appears that the matter of
furnishing transportation for the chil-
dren of one portion of the district to
another portion was referred to • Hit
Clerk of the Board with full power
and without. any restrictions as to
compensation. - A member of tbe
Board present at that meeting was
subsequently engaged by said Clerk to
perform the services mentioned, and
while the minutes of the subsequent

That Is explained to mean the throwing
forward and upward of tbe cheat, the
flattening of the back and the shoulder
blades held in their proper places and
the definite curving In of the small of
the back, tuus throwing the whole
weight of tlie body on the hips. This,
in a great measure, preserves the figure
because it keeps the muscles firm and
well Btrung and prevents the sinking
down of the flesh round the waist, so
common In womeo over thirty, which
Is perfectly easy to escape. Another
thing to avoid Is a bad habit of going
upstairs, as mast women do, bent for-
ward, with the chest contracted, which,
as well as being an indolent, slouching
manner of walking, is Injurious to the
heart and lungB.

To Keep Babr Bealthr.
Tbe three prime essentials, for tbe

baby are fresh air, good food and pure
water. An Infant's thirst is not quench-
ed by milk. It needs clean water to
drink with regularity. Always hold a
baby in your arms in feeding it In
about the same position as if .nursing i t
Regular habits, proper food and long
hours of sleep are necessary conditions
to a healthy infant. Plain boiled water
given between feeding will often aid
the digestion and Batlsfy the child
when restless. Do not feed the baby
because it cries; its restlessness may
be due to pain, and it is hurtful to fill
an infant's stomach at such a time.—
American Queen.

Savins; Milk.
A tiny pinch of carbonate ot soda or

salt put into the milk as soon ns it
nrrives will help to prevent it from
turning sour, nnd If It seems inclined
to turn and is slowly hented to nearly
boiling point find n pinch of carbon*
ate of soda then stirred In the sour-
ness will disappear. Some people also
add a tiny plnoli of sugar.
