EVEN HORSES;
NOW THE COURT

Deal in Live stock Results
in Criminal charge
. Afainst Two Men.

STRANGER'S ADVICE
LANDS HIM IN JAIL.

Hackettstown Citizen and Two

Doverhes Fail to Agree On

Ownership of Nag.

A bay horse ana a mare, which never ms-
teralited, too f requeut looking u]>on the wiae
when it is red, au officious Doverite and a
misunderetandfne of facts, resulted Monday
night in M. J. Vliet of Hoeketbtowu, aud A.
B. Jackson spending a short time in the town
lock-up witli tuo charge of borse steaUng
resting against them. On the following day
the matter was aired iu tbe police court and
the acciued men released ou *100 bail to
secure tbeir appearance before the grand jury.

It appears that the bay horse, about which
so much trouble arose and so much "hot air"
expended, was too property of one Vllet a
"hoss-trader"of Hackettstowu who came to
Dover on Monday bringing with him four
horses which he was willing to "swap" if an
opportunity offored. This came iu the per-
son of Jerry Sexton, a driver at the Naval
Powder Depot at Lake Denmark, who had a
'horse he was willing; to exchange with Vllet,
bat the animal was not at that time in town.
Tha conversation was carried on, it is said, at
the livery stable of George Gardner and the
latter said that if the horse was tbe one he
knew, he would exchange A bay mare for the
animal Vliet was to get from Sexton. Vllet
agreed to this If the Gardner mare "booked
right." To be brief Sexton brought his horse
to town and traded with Vliet, the latter
putting the horse he had obtained in the
Gardner stable along with three others owned
by him. Gardner, as be tellB it, thought he
had dealt with VUet also and further that
when the recently acqidred Sexton horse
was left in his barn the deal had been mode
for his bay mare. Vliet, however, thought
differently and sometime after eleven o'clock
on the night named, he took the horse from
the etables and together with A. B. Jackson
ot this town, led the animal to Searing's hotel
stables. The two men then returned to the
barn, where Vltet asked for bis bill aud ex-
pressed a desire to gefe out of town. At tbiB
juncture, Vliet saya Gardner threatened to
shoot him if he took any more horses from
the barn and Jaeksou who was urging Vliet
on, was also ordered not to come inside the
place.

After this they adjourned to a nearby
saloon where the lie wns freely passed and
vile names were called. It was about this
time that Jackson became more excited and
decided that Gardner ought to be thrashed
aud he removed bis coats for that purpose,
but the affair didn't quite come off. Officer
Denier had been bunted up and he arrested
Vliet as a horse thief. Two minutes later
Jackson was taken as an accomplice. When
Arrested Jackson tried to say something but
failed and, after a short but iueffectual strug-
gle, he was hauled to the "jug" where he was
left.

Sometime later ia the night Officer Drtler
and Richard O'Connor went to the home of
Police Justice Gage and obtained the release
of the men, O'Connor nronrisiug to have them
both in the police court on Tuesday. After
Vliet and Jackson were released, Gard-
n«r got wind of where tho horse was and took
him to his own stables. On Tuesday Police
Justice Gage held both Jackson and Vliet in
the sum of »100 for their appearance at the
May term of court. Jackson while really au
outsider urged Vliet on, so the story goes,
and got into a legil tangle for his poios.

While the charge against Vliet and Jaeksou
is a serious one, it is not thought likely that
ic will be pressed, because tho whole transac-
tion seems to have been the outgrowth of a
nUBunderstandiug, made possiblo by too fre-
quent potations on the part of some of the
parties.

Dover's Public Library.

It is generally conceded that thero is no
Institution so productive of material good as
a bigh class public library. Such a place is
very much needed in Dover. Thanks, how-
ever, to the enterprise of some of tho leading
•women of the town, a splendid uucleus has
been formed aud all that remains is for tbe
citizens of Dover to take hold of the matter
in the right way, aud a library of which any
city might feel proud, scums assured.

Within a comparatively short period the
progressive women of Dover, without a dol-
lar In capital, have by their Individual ef-
forts brought together something over a
thousand books, many volumes of which are
standard works. It hns, of course, cost
something to do this, but it hns all been made
up by voluntary subscription solicited by the
ladies in charge of the enterprise.

In a very few days a committee represent-
ing the New Jerst-y Library Association will
visit Dover for the purpose of uddressing the
citizens on tho subject of a municipal owner-
ship of tho library. Under the scheme pro-
posed, the town eouhl take possession of the
library as it itnnds to day without a cent of
cost Thereafter tire extra taxation neces-
sary to sustain tho.institiuion iu the most ap-
proved stylo, aud at tlio same time increase
the number of books on hand, would be a
shade less than tlireo-tpiillis of a mill each
year. Tho amount is so small as to offer no
objection whatever from thoio who have the
good of the town at hearr.

Tbe exact date of tho meeting has not yet
been fixed, bat ihio announcement will bo
made through the eohmis of THE EBA.

We would by nil meuns tlle. An
open ditch Is a nuisance and should
ue avoided wherever possible.

Yet a Chi-
cngo bank has just Issued an ovdev to
tho effect that no employee who'geti
less than $1,000 per annum shall marry
without permission of his employers.
A great deal of sport has been made of
this rule, but the fuct Is that It is good
business sense. The bank takes tbe
position thut a married man with an
income of less than $1,000 a year in a
great city can too easily live beyond
bis means, In which case he may suc-
cumb to temptation, ns ninny have
done. All this Illustrates the truth that
the cost of living In cities Is, ns we
hnvo often said, getting to a poin!
where good salaries arc necessary to
comfort. The limit may vary, we do
not say that It should be fixed nt
$1,000, but the fact remains that wages
which look big lu tbe country are barft-
ly sufficient for n living In the city.
This is a matter that should be better
understood by people who are tempted
by city wages to leave comfortable
homes In the country or in villages.
"Things are not what they seem" to
the man who is Ignorant of the cost of
living In town.—Stockman and Farmer.

Saw Them Oft.
If I had n pouch orchard two years

old, of large, healthy tvees, recently
frozen, I would saw them off, provided,
of course, they wero not frozen below
where they wore budded in the nurs-
ery. I see no reason why they should
not put forth healthy sprouts, which lu
time would make good trees. A few
years ugo a corner of one of my or
cbards was badly damaged by cattle
The trees were yearlings. Ihe next
spring wo sawed tlio trees off a few
'nches above the bud. With the excep-
tion of one or two trees, wjilch sprout
ed below the bad, they put forth shoot
which made profltablo trees. From
my experience with theso trees I would
be willing to treat frozen trees in tli<
