Pirst—That a committee of five bo ap-
pointed to draft the plan of & new
meeting honse, the spot whereon it
shall be built, the probable cost, also
the plan of the yard, roads, ete. Also
tho Constitution for the fature guide
and government of the Congregation

. a8 to the mode of assessment Lo raise
the Minister's sulary for the support
of the Gospel, and report to the Parish
on the 10th of July next at 4 o'clock
p. m. at the Meeting house.

Second—~-That the following persons be
the Committes, viz: Stephen Counger,
John D. Jackson, Jabez L. Estile,
Chilion Beach and Matthias Kitchel.

Third—Adjourned to meet on Saturday,
10th July next, at 4 o'clock p. m., at
the meeting house and notices be
given by advertisernent and men-
tioned in the Ohurch.

Saturday, 10th of July, 180, Parish
meoting met agreeable to adjournment,
chose the same Moderator and Clerk as
at the last Parish Moeting.

The Committee appointed at the
Parish meeting on the 28th June last
sabmitted the following report :

Third—Every persod subsoribing and paying to
build said Charch shail be entitled to purchase
to the amount 0of their subacription, il they
chooss, subject to the aforeeaid annuity.

Fourth—Every person.purchasing a 80at, or seats,
ghall receive a deed for tho same in fes simple;
to him, his heirs and assigas,as long as they
shall pay the annual assessment on the sald
seata,

Fifth-Every person purchasiog and neglecting
or refusing o pay the annual asacsament for
the term of ono year attar it 18 due ahall forfeit
his or her seat. :

Sixth—Every subscriber who may hereafer for-
toit or withdraw from his seat. and shall atany-
time hereafter choose to return and pay ap hia
arrears with interest, shall huve the privilege
of reentering by glving the occupant, if sold,
one year's notice.

Prevention and Treatment
of Smalilpox.

Loss than a contury ago smullpox was
us common s scarlet fover is to-duy, nnd
it was as unusual for oune to escupo its
attack as it is now for a person to grow
to adult lifo without having suoffered
from tho pest of childhood. So almost
inevitablo wus ft that 1t became & oom-
mon practico to inoculate people in early
life, as the disease so produced was
found to be milder than that arising
from contagion, Then vaccination was
discovered, and as it becamo goueral
smallpox ceased to be the :courge it had
been. .

There is no remoedy that will cat short
an attack of smallpox ; but skillful medi-
cal treatment, and especially intelligent
and oareful nursing, cau do wonders 1o
the saving of life nnd in warding off the
evils which may follow the discase.

Smalipox Leing one of the most oon.
tagions of disoases, it {8 imperative to
isolate the patient, no oue except the
doctor and the nurses being permitted
to euter the sick-room. Thisroom shounld
be in the uppor story of the house, and
no roon on that floor should be oocupied
by any other member of the family.

All carpets, hangings and npholstered
forniture should be removed from that
floor, and the sick-room should be bare
of all bat the absolutely necessary arti-
cles of furniture. In front of the door
should be hung o large sheet reaching
to the floor, which maust be kept con.
stantly wot with a solution of chloride
of lime, carbolic acid, or some other of- .
ficient disiufectant. - g

The patient must not be allowed to
leave the room uutil some days after the
peeling of the skin is over. Then a bath
should be prepared in another room,
and to this he should go, leaviug his
clothes in the sick-room. After the bath,
which must be very thorough, including
a shampoo, the patient may dry him-
self hastily and then, with only a clean
sheet over him, go down-stairs to an.
other room where there are clean clothes
ready for him. The nurses should go
through a similar process bafore meet-
ing other people.

The clothes left in the eick-room, in.
oluding bedclothes, had better be de-
stroyed, or if not, they must be boiled
for at least half an hour. The room and
furniture must be thoroughly disinfect-
ed before it is again occupied.

The only sure preventive of smallpox
is vacoination, and as its protective
power gradually becomes wenk with
time, it is wise to repeat it every ten or
fifteen years, and any one exposed to
smallpox ought always to be rovacoi-
pated, no matter how recently the op-
eration may have been performed.

Even when the efficiency of vacciua.
tion is so far weakened as not to protect
againt an attack of smallpox, it is alutost
always sufficient to reuder tho attack
mild, and it is rare for a person with
good vaccination scurs to suffer from
anything more severe than varioloid.
it is important to remember, howover,
that varioloid 1s true smallpox in a mild
form, and the patient is just as danger-
ous to those about him &s if he had con-
fluent smallpox. Hence the above de-
scribed precautions should be taken in
every cnse, however ' mild.—Youth's
Companion.
