COST OF RAISING: CURRANTS
On Outlay of $16 Per Acre Man la

Able to Clear Not Mora Than
$200—Keepa Full Record.

Tho cost last 'year, for labor and
teams to cultivate our orchard was
about $15 an acre. It cost us more
the first year to cultivate our. currants
because they wero planted on a piece
of land which'was full ot quack, says
a writer In the American Agriculturist.
We cultivated that field SO times dur-
ing six months. On those 13 acres of
currants, in the spring we find it
necessary to keep one man on the
field all tho time. We can work it
with only one horse. now since the
bushes are large. We keep an exact
record of all worl: done on each Held
Each man has his time sheet, and his
time and.that ot his team are charged
up to each field each night So far wo
have not been able to secure more
than $200 an acre, gross, on our.bearf
ing orchards. We hopo to get more.
We hear such stories about some ot
the orchards of the west yielding from
$800 to $1,500 an acre that one Is led
to wonder whether their acres are av-
erago acres or not. I was in a four-
acre block ot twenty Ounce and Alex-
ander apples this year at Hilton, N.
Y., and the fruit from It was sold two
years ago for $0,400, or $1,600 an acre,
and I judge It would make about the
samo money this year. This repre-
sents what is obtainable.

Restriction on Cherry. Culture.
Cherries are exponslvo to gather

and are not adapted to a distant mar-
ket, that Is a market that Is'several
days away. Perhaps this is tho reason
why they are not raised more ex-
tensively on tho Pacific! coast, where
they grow In cortaln limited areas
with most gratlfylng'BuccoBS. Chorrlbs
do not thrlvo well boyond a certain
limit of latitude, either north or Bouth.
New York;'Now Jersey, Pennsylvania,
Ohio, Indiana, Michigan, Nebraska and
Kansas are notably well located In

Follow the tunnels until
you find the grubs and destroy them,
then remove tho dead nnd sulky bark,
leaving a clean-cut, live bark surface.
Ruba/little' moist dirt over tho wound
to'prevent the bark from drying too
rapidly. It is a good thing to disinfect
the knife by dipping1 it into weak car-
bolic ncld BOlutlon. This prevents
spreading crown galls by tho knife
from tree to iree.

CARING FOR FRUIT GARDENS

Trees Planted Last Fall Will Require
Cultivation During Summer to

Keep Soil Mellow.

The bearing red raspberry cones,
arter they have done fruiting, die
These cones should bo cut out as soon
as the leaves commence to turn yellow
to make room for tho new growth. The
now cones Bhould not be.allowed to
reach a higher growth than four and
out-half to five feet. Tho leading bud
should bo pinched out. This checking
of tho main shoot causes the side
shootB to make growth and these In
turn Bhould be pinched back when
they are 18 Inches In length. Allow
throe to four cones to the hill. All
suckers should bo cut close to the
ground. Run the cultivator between
the rows and cut out all grass and
weeds among the cones. The soil
should bo kept clean and" mellow, to
promoto stocky growth of next year's
faulting cones. Tho same culture
should be followed with the black-
berry cones.

Black oap raspberries differM their
manner of growth from the red and
yollow raspberry family. They do not
throw up suckers from the root, but
multiply by rooting at the ends of the
cones, which naturally bend down and
touch the earth.

Fruit trees planted last fall and this
spring require extra care and culture.
The ground for a space of three feet
Bhould be kept mellow. If the leaves
commence to wilt and curl It is a sign
that the roots need moisture. Take a
bar and'make several holes .one foot
out from the tree and one' foot in
depth, Oil these holes with water late
in the evening. The water will go di-
rect to the roots. Water twloe a weelt
in.hot, dry weal) . Spread a thick
dressing of grass or weeds around
each tree to keep the eoll cool and
moist. Dwarf trees are to be kept in
the shape of buBh.es, pyramids or
whatever style ot training may be
thought best by pinching. Long shoots
must bo pinched back: Thin out all
small fruit The beat trait la only to
ba had by thinning. : . /.'•.

The small useless shoots that start-
from the middle of the currant; and
gooseberry bushes should be cut out
close, to the ground. Leave only the
strongest and most thrifty'shoots..

All fruits should be planted in
straight wide rows, so most all the
work may be done with the horse
cultivator. , '.',,'••'

Keep the garden neat It will not
only give much pleasure to the entire
family, Ihrt the abundance of choice
fruit will fully pay for the outlay ot
both labor and cash, /

Plum Clusters Breed Brown Rot.
Wherever plums hang in clusters

touching one another, brown rot devel-
opment Is favored, in susceptible varl^-
ties. The spores are washed down by
rains and any which came to lodgo
between two plums that touch are apt
to be held there, and to find conditions
favorable to growth. If ono plum of a
cluster 1B Been to be diseased It should
be removed and destroyed at once, as
others in the cluster are almost sure
to go if the. rotting ones hang long In
contact with them.1 . >,

kept clean of grass.

Currants and gooseberries must be
dusted with white hellebore at the
first appearance of the currant worms.

For success in fruit raising it Is
absolutely necessary to keep tho trees
tree from all Injurious insects and
diseases. *

Keep tbo fralt ot strawberries cool
until tho time to use or market them.
Never pick' berries for market when
they ore wet

Ono of the surest ways to keep
down weeds in tho strawberry field Is
to cut off all tho runners until July
1, to allow dose cultivation.

'A little laxative feed should bo
given at the time of freshening.

CHERRY TIME IS HERF

SEVERAL METHOD" OF USINO
THIS DELICIOUS FRUIT.

Sauce That Should Be Served Hot—
Recipes for Salad, Cup and Jam—

How to Candy and Can
Cherries.

Cherry Bauce.—Cover a pint"' ol
i-htrric-s with a plat of water, add two
cloves and simmer. When the cher-
ries are soft rub through a sieve, re-
turn to the fire, add a teaspoonful of
flour blended with a tableapoonful of
butter, a little salt, and cook two min-
utes. Stir In tho juico of one lemon.
Serve hot. Two tablespooufuls of
claret makes It letter.

Cherry Snlad.—Wash and etono one
pint of large cherries. Bo careful W
bruloo the fruit as little as possible.
Place In each cherry a hazel nut ker-
neB to preserve the form; chill, ar-
range In little heart leaves of lettuce
and pour over a cream mayonnaise.

Cherry Cup.—Put In a bowl one
pint of cherries, stoned and bruised,
the Julco of three lemons and grated
rlsd of one and add one cup of granu-
lated sugar. Cover, let stand an hour
or so, add ono quart of water, strain
through u vegetable press and nlso
cheesecloth. Add one pint cf claret
and set on Ice. Serve in punch
glasses with tiny bits of ehaved Ice.
Put a few bright red cherries on top.

Cherry Jam.—Put cherries on to
cook (unseeded) and cook to a pulp.
Rub through a sieve, add one-half as
much BUgar as pulp and cook till
thick.

Candled Cherries.—Use only per-
fect fruit that clings tightly to the
stem. Cook a sugnr sirup to a thread,
set tho pan In another pan of hot wa-
ter. Pick up only a few cherries at a
time and dip Into the sirup, hold the
cherries In the air a few seconds and
re-dlp Into the sirup before serving.
Dust a little pulverized sugar over
them.

Canned Cherries.—Use only the sol-
Id fruit, adding hot water as needed,
but save all Juice, heat and can.
Splendid for mines pies or fruit sauce
to eat with baked ?uddlng.

• Baked Apple Dumplings,
Pare and slice finely Beveral cook-

Ing apples; prepare a rich biscuit;
dough; break off In pieces and roll out
in circles the size of dessert plate; put
a handful o( apples In center; add a
teaspoon of sugar and a very little
spice, cinnamon or nutmeg^gdthor up
the. edges and. press together; place
dumplings In a deep pan and put on
top of each a lump of butter; till pan
an lncb. deep with water; put in the
water two teaspoons of sugar, a little
lemon extract or spices as preferred;
drop any pieces of apple left over In
between the dumplings and add any
kind of fruit Juice or three or four
teaspoons of Jolly; the water makes
the sauce. Bake in quick even about
45 minutes. Berrlea can be UBed to
make dumplings the Bamo way.

Glossy Linen.
Even quite cheap table linen may

be made to look as glossy as fine
damask if Ironed in the following
way: After the lisen has been
washed, boiled and rinsed wring it
dry as possible, roll it up In a dry
Bheet and leave It for an hour. Then
iron till it is thoroughly dry. In this
way tho linen escapes the wear and
tear of hanging on a line and keeps
a better shape.

Scales Removed.
Pour or flve drops of castor oil al-

lowed to trickle Into the heart of a
palm will remove the scales. Apply
the dose about once a week. Luke-
warm BoapsudB should be used to
wash off the dead Bcales. Then rlnise
In cold water. This Is said to be
an excellent remedy by those who
have tried It

Orange Mint Relish.
Take four largo oranges, peel care-

fully, slice, and cut Into cubes size of
dlco. Add equal amount pineapple
prepared as above, sprinkle with tour
tablespoonfuls of powdered sugar, two
tablespoonfula of fine chopped mint,
one tableapoonful lemon Juice, one ta-
blespoonful fiberijy wine.' It pineapple
Is not fully ripened crush enough to
add a tnblespaonful of Juice. Stir to-
gether lightly, so as to prevent mash-
Ing fruit. Serve in sherbet glasses,
cold, garnish with candled cherries
or fresh berries, &B preferred.

To Cut Shortcake,
To prevent a shortenke from get-

ting uoggy when it is cut, take a firm
bold of a piece of white Bilk thread,
and draw it through the cake as one
would a knife. It separates the cake,
leaving it light, and not soggy as
when a knife Is used.

Baked Bananas,
Slice in half lengthwise f|yo perfect

bananas free from skin. Bake tor ten
mlnuteB. -Remove to a hot platoand
pour over them one cupful of sweet-
ened pineapple- Juice.
