Plants Grow Rapidly

in Continuous Light
Lxperiments In the wse of Intensive
flitnination as an afd 10 hortlculture
were made recently with 1,000-watt
gae-filled lamps equipped with large
reflectors. In every case the progress
of the plunts was remarkable, says
a writer.

The plants wera pipeed under the
Nght when buds were just beginning
to form. Duffodlls and Lent lles,
when placed under the light for six
hours a nlght, flowered fo four days,
growing about an Inch a day.

The rapid progress of vegetation in
the Arctlc reglons, once the sun has
renched a falr altitude, has alrendy
been .notlced by travelers, Thig is
most likely due to the tact that day-
Yght i8 continuous, glthough the pres-
ence of an wnusually high ultra violot
content §s probably an lufluentint
fittor,

The weather bureau says that the
positlon of the lunar crescent depends
upon the angle that the moon's path
mukes with the lhorfzon, and on any
given Quate It 1s always the .samp in
places haviug the same latitude. If
this weatlier slgn were trustworthy,
the same kind of weether; efther dry
or rainy, would prevall on any glven
date throughout & belt of lutitude. ex-
tending entirely around the globe, Of
course, there 18 no such uniforinity of
weather in relation to latltude, Near
the equator the positlon of the voung
moon never makes an angle of more
than 80 degrees with the horizon, and
1t 18 generally In nu even niore’neorly.
