. OF HUNTING SEASON
Tm> Hiinffni Head; Four Are In-

jured .

Harry Ĵ eKoy flcnt sixteen yearn
oM, of Btanhope, wan accidentally
killed Thursday, the opening day of
ttie bunting seanon, while returning

a hunting trip to
companions were

homeward from
Watorloo. His
Thomas K. Toye, of West Clinton 81,,
and Harold Valentine, of McFarlan
St., Dover. They had reached an old
farmhouse about 3:30 p. m. and Bat
down on the front porch to rest.

Toye and Valentine ran to the near-
eat farmhouse to get aid and Dr. Fred
Morrison, of Newton, was summoned.
On his arrival the Stanhope youth
was dead.

Coroner Charles A. Rfghler, Coun-
ty Detective Edward Gehhardt and
8tatc Trooper Pfclffer were summon-
ed and made an Investigation. They
were assured that the shooting was
entirely accidental, The body was
removed to Morgan's undertaking es-
tablishment In Nctcong.

John Hamage, a Sussex County far-
mer, twenty-eight years old, wan an-
other victim. He was hunting In Vcr-
non Township. Sussex County, when
he spied a rabbit. As he grasped his
gun by the muzzle from a trailing
position tho trigger was apparently
pulled by a twig and the gun dis-
charged.
