. High p}essure electrical wiring
salesmen have bLeen gathering a rich
harvest in New Jersey during the past
six months. Taking advantage of the
rural electrification movement in New
Jersey, these salesmen approach the
farmer and lead him to believe that
the electric company is planning to
run a line past his house and he will
be connected up as soon as his hofise
is wired, They also lead him-to be-
lieve that they represent the power
company, and thus gain his absolute
confidence. After getting the farmer
Interested and assuring him'that at
least his dream of light and power is
about to be realized, he agrees to have
the work done.

These schemers further endeavor to
galn the confidence of their victima by
writing in a clause that no money is
to be paid until the current is turned
on and the lights burning, They fol-
low this up with a list of lights to be
 Installed and -other terms which lead
their prospect to believe he has struck
& bargain. Down near the bottom the
customer is asked to sign his name,
both on the original and duplicate,
and with some fumbling of papers he
is asked to sign his name a third time.
This last signature is affixed to a
four-month note, covering the balance
of the contract, and i a negotiable
insirument for several hundred dol-
lars. By the time the house is wired
the note has already passed into the
hands of a third party, which proves
to be a Iinance company, and they not
only have a len on the property ot
the victim in case he fails to pay the
note, but the amount paid for the work
is about three times the amount a lor
cal contractor would have charged for
the same job.
