Mrs. dill's counsel con-
tended thiil her easement of light and
air WUH neither needed nor desired
for any public use and that the sole
object ol the condemnation proceed-
ings was to clear the title to the prop-
erty and then re-convey the same
back to John and Fllomena Ferrbue,
who had conveyed the property to the
Borough after they had been enjoined

'by the Court of Chancery from erect-
ing a building thereon. The Horough
Attorney contended that the Borough
was well within its rights and that
nothing definite had been decided up-
on by the Borough officials with re-
spect to the use or disposition of the
property.

As this Is a matter of considerable
local Interest, we are herewith pub-
lishing Justice Parker's opinion In
full, since It contains a full statement
of the facts of the case and a clear
analysis of the iegal points Involved:

OPINION
The Bor6ugh seeks to acquire an

easement of light and air now appurt-
enant to lands owned by Sarah E. Qlll
on the easterly Bide of Wall Street in
Rockaway and on the northerly side
of the Morris Canal right of way and
desires the appointment of Commis-
sioners to appraise the value of that
easement. The application is resisted
by Mrs. (Jill.

The facts leading up to this appli-
cation are that the Borough ot Rock-
away acquired from the Morris Canal
and Banking Company by deed, lands
In Rbckawny formerly used aB a can-
al bed and banks and which cross
Wall Street In a westerly dlreotion a
short distance north of Main Street.
These lands, or most of them, were
then set apart by the Borough as a
public park and play-ground. Mrs.
0111 owns on the east side of Wall
Street immediately to the north.

In laying nut the proposed scheme
the Borough has laid a roadway run-
ning northeasterly from a point on
the enst side of Wall Street and some
50 feet or so south of the canal bed
and connecting with It to the east of
Wall Street. To describe the situa-
tion without-special nccuracy but In-
telligibly, this action left a triangle
or similar figure bounded west by
Wall Street, north bv the Gill proper-
ly, and southeasterly by the new
roadway. In order to put that road-
way through it was necessary to ac-
quire lands owned by John Ferrone
and his wife and this was done by
contract, the Borough taking their
deed of their house and lot and in
consideration thereof conveying to
them the above triangle together with
some casli to hoot. The Ferrones then
started to build In tne triangle close
to the Gil) property and in such a
manner as to obstruct the light nnd
air previously enjoyed in connection
with the building on the Gill property
which happens to be used as the local.
Post Office, Mrs, Gill objected with-
out effect nnd then brought suit in
the Court of Chancery for an Injunc-
tion against Interference with her
light and nir. The suit went to final
hearing nnd terminated In her favor
by a decree for a permanent injunc-
tion, based on the authority of Bar-
nett V. Johnson 15 N. J. Equity 481.
The case seems to be not yet reported,
but I have before me what purports
to be a copy of the opinion by Vice
Chancellor Backes with filing mark
on It, also n draft of a decree dated
January, 1929, showing no signature.
J understand, however, that the de-
cree was signed. There is also an un-
recorded doed dated January 31. 1929
made by the Ferrones to the Borough
