Prom 1922 to 1928 there was a very
considerable increase in the total
automobile facilities, growing from
13,675 in 1922 to 24,911 in 1928. For
1929 the increase was even more
startling, climbing close to 30.000.

Yet this situation presents one very
encouraging phase. During the per-
iod from 1922 to 1928, a safety educa-
tional program was launched in our
public schools and from 1922 until
the present date there has been a
steady decline in the ratio of child
fatalities to the total percentage of
deaths in the United States, although
there has been a continuous upward
trend in adult fatalities.

During this period the increase • In
adult fatalities has been 106.9 per
cent, five times as great as the in-
crease in child fatalities. The ratio
of child fatalities to the total fatal-
ities fell from 29.4 per cent in 1922 to
19.8 per cent in 1928.8 p

Had the ratio of child fatalities to
the total remained the same during

deaths would have been greater by
0,748. Thus there wns a saving In
child lives each year from 1923 to
1928, culminating in a' total of more
than 3,000 in 1928 (Uone.

The nation's traffic experts attrl-
| bute the saving of the lives of these
j children to the teaching of safety in
our schools. It would be hard to at-
tribute it to any other cause, but the
saving of the lives of nearly 10,000,
regardless of the cause, is one ol the
few bright spots in the rather dis-
couraging mass of accident statistics.

The figures for New Jersey during
practically the same period, show by
a rather startling coincidence that

. the ratio of child to adult fatalities
! has been almost identical with that
of the rate during these same years
throughout the United States. The
figures show that the effort of our
school teachers has been worth while.

j We have a mighty task before us,
i notwithstanding all ouv efforts. Five
j thousand of our boys and girls are
still sacrificed each year.

It is small consolation that the
driver who causes this misery sin-
cerely repents his carelessness. Even
a prison term will not bring life back
into those little bodies. Nor will any-
thing that those in authority can do
have the desired effect once the blow
has fallen.

Malting the driver of a motor car
who has wantonly killed or maimed
one of,these children indemnify the
parents or contribute to the crippled
child's support through life is but a
palliative and not a remedy for such
a misfortune. To make the driver
view the body of ihe little tot he lms
deprived of life, as has been done in
some cities, is to give him a horrible,
searing, lasting lesson, but does it
protect the next child who darts into
the path of another driver's car?

Of course there is nothing spectac-
ular or very dramatic about a teach-
er sitting down with a lot.of wild
youngsters before her every day. It
isn't something that the newspapers
often comment upon. It is like re-
ligious work. The men who rescue
those who are down and out get move
public attention than the men who
prevent others from getting down
and out. The ambulance clamoring
through the streets attracts more at-
tention than educational work that
helps make the ambulance needless.

We must continue to teach the
children to take an interest In their
errors, because through their mis-
takes others may suffer. Let us
shoulder this work, realizing that if
we succeed In reducing accidents, in
preventing the loss of life or injury
to limb, we improve character.

This movement already has pre-
vented accidents. It has made boys
and girls more intelligent, more keen-
ly Interested In the welfare of others.
It has 'improved the moral character
of the American people.
