It is beyond controversy that any
progressive town needs to be divided
into zones. The question arises, into
what zones? Practically all cities
have three zones; namely, the in-
dustrial, the commercial or business,
and the residential zones. The resi-
dential zone is in turn divided into
two or three districts or sub zones.
There should be three more zones
which me may call the educational,
the culturel, and the athletic zones.
As there will be no question about
the necessity of the first three zones
we may consider the areas most
sulted to them.

As most industries are dependent
on the railroads for transportation
of thetr raw materials and products,
the industrial zone should be ac-
cessible to the railroads. The area
bounded by the old ¢anal bed on the,
east, and the Central Railroad. and;
the boundary of the Borough should |
be in this zone. There is still some
room left and if a new athletic field
could be made available elsewhere!
the Liberty Fleld could then be used
for factory sites. As the Standard’
Oil plant is already on the side of
the raflroad toward Maple avenue
it might be well to extend the in-
dustrial zone for the depth of a
block on that side of the railroad.
If some of the “row" must be re-
moved to give way to a factory there,
will be a double gain. There is plenty
of room on the other side of Hibernia
avenue for dwelling houses to replace
the present “row.” At the other end
of town there is considerable area
contiguous to the Lackawanna and
Central railroads that should be in-
cluded in the industrial zone. It is
here that some free factory sites are
available for legitimate enterprises.
The asbove outlined industrial zone
would provide sufficient area to per-
mit the building of as many factories
as we may hope to see in the next
few years,

The commercial or business zone
s also dependent on transportation.
Local farmers still bxlng some pro-
duce to town but most of the goods
and comestibles that are sold here!
are shipped in from distant parts. In !
the ideal community all the stores
constituting the business district !
Would be on a switch line from the
raflroad so that all their deliveries
could be made directly to the store
from the freight car. This arrange-
ment would relieve our rosds of
much obnoxious trucking and permit
the railroads to function more effi-
ciently and profitable, If the store
keepers, city planners, railroads, and
truck manufacturers could be made
to sce their interest are really all in
common we might reach an ideai
arrangement. Such is almost beyond
the hope of the most optimistic and
there are other response against such
o hope in Rockaway. The simple fact
i the land adjoining the railroads,
as they pass through Rockaway does

parted from the mouths of teachers

or three sub-zones; the size of the
lots, the distance between houses and
professions allowed being the basis
of distinction. All agdvertising sign-
boards are forbidden in the residen-
tial districts.

The Rockaway Park Lake develop-
ment, should certainly be made a re-
stricted residential zone. Il has no
utility as a business or factory dis-
trict and does have some idenl fea-
tures for residents. There is « fine
view from the top of the hill and the
seclusion, the absence of traffic will
attract many home builders. Its
natural advantages are equal lo
those of any area of equal size in
this vicinity. It would be to the best
interest of the town and the owners
of the Rockaway Park land {o de-
velop it as a restricted residential

The land near the Lackawanna
station might be particularly attrac-
tive to commuters. It is conceivable
that a colony of them could be per-
suaded to settle on the hill overlook-
ing the river. We already have many
commuters and with some effort we
could have more. There is also much
space between the railrond and the
new state highway that could be de-
veloped into an agreeable residential
sectlon.

The older sections of the town al-
ready have their characteristics and
will not change greatly in the next
five or ten years. The zoning ordi-
nance and building code will control
the changes that may be expected
after some years but need not affect
present conditions markedly.

The educational and cultural zones
are not generally distinguished but
it seems desirable to set them apart
in this case; set,them apart in our
minds at least for they will be located
in the residential zones. The edu-
cational zone would include the
school buildings and adjacent ath-
Ietic or play flelds. The school should
be a minfature community where the
students may learn to assume some
of the responsibility for the civic af-
fairs of the school and thus acquire
some learning that is not to be im-

nor gleaned from any number of
books. Universities are such & minia-
ture community. The students ed-
minister many of their own affairs
and even wield disciplinary power
over their fellows. They maintain
their own newspaper in nearly all
cases and have their public affairs
and public opinion. Even a small
h}gh school can emulate the univer-
sity to some extent and render its
brand of education moré valuable.
