Sedano and by so doing make it poa-
Bible for them to lend their undivided
support and efforts In electing Coun-
cilman John Crane, Democratic
nominee for Mayor, at the polls In
November. Arthur W. Fox is the Re-
publican candidate for Mayor having
received the nomination to that of-
fice at the May primary. In predict-
ing a close and bitterly fought con-
test between Crane and Pox at the
election this Fall for the Job of head-
ing the local government, party lead-
ers have formed their opinions, to-
some extent, on a series of past-
events lending up to the primaries;

More Telephones Being
Installed in New Jersey
Company's Report Shows

More telephones are etlli being
taken out than are being installed in
New Jersey, but the number of dis-
connections is decreasing and the
connections of new telephones pro-
portionately increasing, the New Jer-
sey Bell Telephone Company reports.

The inward movement of tele-
phones in August was 9,351, and
10,540 telephones were moved out,
for a net loss of 1,189 telephones in
use. In July, 10,868 telephones were
installed, and 14,084 taken out, for
a net telephone loss of 3,398.

During the first eight months of
this year telephones in use served by
the company's statewide system

Describing his conception of News
Values." Mr. Shay said they were oft-
times intangible. but nevertheless in
the hands of the trained reporter be-
came great powers for the good or
evil.

"The things we purchase in a store
has values that may be plainly seen"
he said. "We take the things in our
hands, look at it and determine if it
is worth to us the price the merchant
has tagged it. If we decide it is, we
buy it, otherwise we go elsewhere.
Until news gets down on paper, in
print, we don't see it. That is. the
general public the buyer, don't see
it. But the trained newspaper man
does. He sees in his mind something
real, just as you saw the article in
the store. He sees in his trained news
gathering sense, the sixth sense, per-
haps, something that will interest
the general public. He sits down at
his typewriter and proceeds to de-
velope the news value, using his past
experience to so present it that it
will be of interest, cause people to
want to read it, to think, to discuss
it on the street, the public hall and
in the home.

"The better the reporter is able to
develope this news value, just so
much more valuable he becomes to
his employer and so much more val-
uable becomes that particular paper
to the community. Publication of
news honestly, fearlessly and truth-
fully, makes a newspaper a com-
munity leader. Politicians may be-
lieve they are community leaders. 80
they may be if they are truthful.
fearless and honest. There are a lot
ol politicians, however, who are
truthful, honest and fearless because
there is a newspaper in their com-
munity which can be depended upon
to tell the truth if the proper kind
of public service ls not given by those
in power. Public indictment at the
hands of a newspaper, or the fear
of it, has done, more to keep corrup-
tion out of government than all the
sermons ever preached in the pulpits.
The freedom of the press is the
country's greatest safeguard."
